Opinion and Conclusion™

We have (a) audited the Financial Results for the year ended March 31, 2024 and (b) reviewed the Financial
Results for the quarter ended March 31, 2024 (refer ‘Other Matters’ section below), which were subject to
limited review by us, both included in the accompanying “Statement of Financial Results for the quarter and
year ended March 31, 2024” (“the Statement”), of GE T&D India Limited (“the Company”), being submitted

by the Company pursuant to the requirements of Regulation 33 of the SEBI (Listing Obligations and Disclosure
Requirements) Regulations, 2015, as amended (“the Listing Regulations”).

(a) Opinion on Annual Financial Results

A review is substantially
less in scope than an audit conducted in accordance with SAs specified under section 143(10) of the Act
and consequently does not enable us to obtain assurance that we would become aware of all significant
matters that might be identified in an audit. Accordingly, we do not express an audit opinion.

+ As stated in Note 8 the Statement includes the results for the Quarter ended March 31, 2024 being the
balancing figure between audited figures in respect of the full financial year and the published year to
date figures up to the third quarter of the current financial year which were subject to limited review by
us.

During the year, the Company has adopted hedge accounting as per Ind AS 109 —Financial Instruments, in respect of specified highly
probable forecast transaction. Consequently, the Company has recognized gain of Rs. 85.7 million in current quarter and loss of Rs. 314.4
million in previous quarter and a loss of Rs. 266.7 million for the year ended March 31, 2024, on account of change in the fair value of
derivatives (i.e. forward contracts) in other comprehensive income,

Exceptional item in previous year and quarter ended March 31, 2023, of Rs.113.8 million and Rs. 44.6 million respectively relates to
employee severance cost to optimize cost for the Company.

The above financial results have been reviewed by the Audit Committee and approved by the Board of Directors at their respective meetings
held on 21 May, 2024.
