This documentation provides details on performing the tasks that are required for:

« Installing and configuring the components of the basic Meridium APM system
architecture, which is required by all Meridium APM components.

« Upgrading the components of the basic Meridium APM system architecture from
the following versions:

« V3.6.0
o V3.5.1
o V3.5.0SP1LP
« V3.5.0
o V345

Note: The upgrade paths provided in this documentation assume that you
have one of these base versions installed. If you have applied a hot fix or
patch to your current version, upgrading may cause you to lose some or
all of the changes that you applied through your support release. For more
information, consult the hot fix or patch documentation for your current
version.

« Deploying translated strings for all Meridium APM applications.

Specific instructions for installing, upgrading, and configuring individual modules and
features is located in the documentation for that module or feature. Because you can
use Meridium with multiple combinations of features and module licenses that require
different or overlapping configurations and machines, you should read the instructions
for each module or feature that you want to deploy in your system and consolidate the
steps where they overlap. For your convenience, a directory of the additional com-
ponents that you can deploy with Meridium APM is provided here.

rIMPORTANT: All the documentation in the root-level Installation, Upgrade, and Sys-
tem Administration section of the help system assumes that you are logged in as a
Windows User with an Administrator account to the machine where you will perform
each step.

« Hardware and Software (HW and SW) requirements for the Meridium APM
installers. This documentation does not provide a list of HW and SW requirements
for individual modules or features.

This documentation
does, however, provide a directory of the files that you can modify for modules
and features with a link to the documentation on modifying that file, which
resides in the documentation for that module or feature.

» Database creation, configuration, and upgrades. Instructions for creating, con-
figuring and upgrading your Meridium APM database (SQL and Oracle).

» Using the Database Comparison Tool. Instructions on using the Database Com-
parison Tool to view the differences between the source and target databases.

« Uninstalling or repairing Meridium APM components. Instructions for unin-
stalling or repairing Meridium APM components using the Meridium APM
installers.

When you are using this documentation to perform the installation, upgrade, and sys-
tem administration tasks that are documented herein, we recommend that you view
this Help system in a web browser on a computer or device other than the machine on
which you are performing the procedures. There are many cross references incor-
porated into the Help system that are necessary for seamless navigation through the
multiple steps that are required before your Meridium APM system can be used.

Deploying Meridium APM for the First Time

Deploying Meridium APM for the first time includes completing multiple steps, which
are outlined in the table in this topic. The steps in this section of the documentation
provide all the information that you need to deploy the basic system architecture. After
you have completed these steps, you will need to perform additional steps required to
configure the modules that you have purchased.

The person responsible for completing each task may vary within in your organization.
We recommend, however, that the steps be performed in relatively the same order in
which they are listed in the table.

Ensure that your system meets the hardware and software requirements for
the basic Meridium APM system architecture.

Install the Meridium APM Server and Add Ons software on the Application

Server(s).

Set up the Database Server, which includes creating and configuring your
Meridium APM database.

Create Security User records for the individuals in your organization who will
need to log in to Meridium APM applications.

Activate licensed modules and products.

If you want to use non-English translations in Meridium APM, deploy trans-
lations.

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Updating or Upgrading Meridium APM to 3.6.1.3.0

Updating or Upgrading Meridium APM to 3.6.1.3.0

Updating or upgrading to the basic Meridium APM system architecture includes com-
pleting multiple steps, which are outlined in the tables in this topic. The steps in this sec-
tion of the documentation provide all the information that you need to update or
upgrade and to configure the basic system architecture for 3.6.1.3.0. After you have com-
pleted these steps, you will need to perform additional steps required to update or
upgrade any modules that you deployed on your previous version. If you have pur-
chased additional modules for use with 3.6.1.3.0, you will need to use the first-time
installation steps to configure those modules.

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Overview: The Basic Meridium APM System

The basic Meridium APM systemn consists of machines and software that are required
for ANY Meridium APM implementation to function. Implementation of the basic
Meridium APM system gives you the foundation-level analysis tools within the APM
Framework application and is the basis upon which you can add additional machines
that provide functionality for other Meridium APM components. This section of the doc-
umentation provides details on the architecture of the basic Meridium APM system,
including the hardware and software requirements for each machine within the basic
system.

The HW and SW requirements and Meridium APM system architecture represent the
environment in which Meridium, Inc. tests Meridium APM. This is the environment that
we recommend you use in your system. Throughout the documentation, we assume
that your system meets these requirements. In addition, the HW and SW requirements
indicate the associated behavior of the installers if these requirements are not met. You
can use these as a reference for how the installation process behaves within the basic
Meridium APM system.

Other HW or SW may be required for a specific module or feature that is not required to
deploy the basic Meridium APM system. System requirements for specific modules and
features is located in the documentation for that module or feature.

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The Basic Meridium APM System Architecture

Meridium APM is a multi-tier system that runs on the Microsoft .NET Framework with
some HTML5 components. The .NET Framework is an infrastructure for building, deploy-
ing, and running thin- and thick-client applications. In its most basic implementation,
the Meridium APM architecture consists of the following machines. To read a detailed
description of each machine, click the hyperlinked machine name. To collapse the
detailed descriptions, click the machine name again.

o Meridium APM Application Server

A computer on which the Meridium APM Application Server software is installed.
The Meridium APM Application Server machine contains Internet Information Ser-
vices (IIS), which serves as the host for communication between the Application
Server and APM Framework workstations. The Meridium APM Application Server:

m Contains and executes the Meridium APM business objects implemented
using the .NET transaction management framework.

m Receives requests from an APM Framework computer, processes those
requests, connects to the database to retrieve information, and returns that
information to the APM Framework computer.

m Executes and enforces the business logic and business rules.
m Processes data.
m Performs calculations.

Your Meridium APM system should include multiple Meridium APM Application
Server instances.

m Meridium APM Application Server machines that will receive and process
requests from Meridium APM Framework workstations are referred to as
dedicated Meridium APM Application Servers and should not have any other
Meridium APM components installed on them (with the exception of the
APM Framework applications). You can have one or more dedicated Applic-
ation Servers in your implementation. The number of dedicated Application
Servers you need will depend upon the number of users you have.

» Meridium APM Application Server instances that exist to support other
Meridium components are referred to as supporting Meridium APM Applic-
ation Servers. We recommend you install a supporting instance of the
Meridium APM Application Server on every Meridium APM Server machine.
For example, for the Meridium APM Web Framework, a supporting
Meridium APM Application Server must be installed on the Meridium APM
Web Framework machine. For more information on this and other com-
ponents, refer to the directory of additional Meridium APM components.

e Meridium APM Framework Machine

The computer on which the Meridium APM Framework application is installed.
The Meridium APM Framework serves as the user interface for Meridium APM.
From Meridium APM Framework workstations, users can connect to a dedicated
Meridium APM Application Server and perform tasks using the Meridium APM
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tools.

Note: There is no functional restriction that prevents Meridium APM Framework
instances from connecting to supporting Meridium APM Application Servers. For
performance reasons and caching considerations, however, we recommend that
you enforce this restriction manually. Throughout the Meridium APM doc-
umentation, whenever we refer to the Meridium APM Application Server within
the context of the Meridium APM Framework, unless otherwise specified, we are
referring to a dedicated Meridium APM Application Server machine.

Each Meridium APM Framework workstation may also have the Meridium APM
Administrative Applications installed. The Meridium APM Framework application
and the Meridium APM Administrative Applications (with some exceptions) will
also be installed on the Meridium APM Application Server automatically so that
the Application Server can function as a Meridium APM Framework workstation.

Note: In most cases, we do not make a distinction between Meridium APM
Framework workstations where the Administrative Applications are installed and
Meridium APM Framework workstations where the Administrative Applications
are notinstalled. Because the Administrative Applications usually use the same
configuration and settings that are defined for the Meridium APM Framework
application, you can assume that all guidelines outlined for Meridium APM
Framework workstations apply to all Meridium APM Framework workstations,
regardless of whether or not the Administrative Applications are also installed.
Exceptions are noted where appropriate.

« Database Server

The computer on which the database software (Oracle or SQL Server) and the phys-
ical Meridium APM databases or schemas reside. Your Database Server may con-
tain multiple Meridium APM databases or schemas (e.g., a test database and a
production database). The Database Server answers requests for data from
Meridium APM Application Servers. The Meridium APM database or schema con-
tains the metadata (information about Entity families, fields, System Codes, etc.)
and the tables containing actual data. The Meridium APM system allows for a
single, central database, which can be accessed from any site at which the
Meridium APM software has been installed. This approach enables cross-site and
cumulative analyses.

o SQL Server Report Server

The computer on which the SQL Server Reporting Services is installed. The SQL
Server Report Server stores SQL Server reports. Reports can be developed via a
Meridium APM Framework workstation, and when they are saved to the Meridium
APM Catalog, they will be simultaneously uploaded to the SQL Server Report
Server. After they exist on the SQL Server Report Server, they can be viewed by
other Meridium APM users through:

o The Meridium APM Framework application.
o The Meridium APM Web Framework application (this is an optional com-
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ponent).
« Through a web browser using SQL Server Report Manager.

In addition to the custom reports that can be created using SQL Server Reporting
Services, the Meridium APM database contains baseline SQL Server Reporting Ser-
vices reports. In the image below, the basic Meridium APM system architecture
does not show the external database that is required for SQL Server Reporting Ser-
vices. Click here for more information on the system requirements for the SQL
Server Report Server.

Note that while the SQL Server Report Server is part of the basic Meridium APM
architecture, it is not considered a Meridium APM Server. Therefore, you are not
required to install a supporting instance of the Meridium APM Application Server
on the SQL Server Report Server machine. You will, however, need to install the
Meridium APM Adapter for SSRS on this machine. Click here for more information
on how the SQL Server Report Server interacts within the basic Meridium APM sys-
tem architecture.

In the recommended implementation, Meridium APM is deployed in a distributed envir-
onment where each workstation described above is a separate, physical machine in
your system. The following image illustrates the basic Meridium APM System archi-
tecture.

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This image shows one dedicated Meridium APM Application Server. In a deployment
where multiple dedicated Meridium APM Application Servers exist, connections can be
managed manually by assigning users to specific servers, or they can be managed auto-
matically by a hardware- or software-based network load balancer.

Note: A given Meridium APM Framework machine can access only one Application

Server and data source at a time. A single Application Server can access multiple data-
bases.

If you choose to use a network load balancer, the type of solution that you deploy will
depend upon how your network is set up. In either solution, you must ensure that the
client affinity is configured to be sticky. Note that some load balancers provide different
communication strategies, such as Unicast or Multicast, with or without Internet Group
Management Protocol (IGMP) support. Unicast solutions are designed to flood switches,
and multicast solutions with IGMP support require all network hardware to be com-
patible with it. Attempting to compensate for the adverse effects of switch flooding or
IGMP support by using virtual LANs will have considerable performance implications for
Meridium APM.

rIMPORTANT: We strongly recommended that you thoroughly test any network load
balancing solution before you deploy it in a production environment.
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Meridium APM Application Server - Hardware and
Software Requirements

Hardware Requirements

The following hardware requirements outline the minimum hardware required for any
machine that will serve as the Meridium APM Application Server machine. These require-
ments account for the Meridium APM software only. Additional hardware may be
required on an Application Server machine where other components are installed.
These requirements may not be sufficient, depending upon how your system is con-
figured.

« Two Processor Cores, 2+ GHz
« 4GB RAM
« 20 GB Hard Drive space

Meridium APM recommends a 100BASE-TX switched network between the Application
Server, Database Server, Web Server, and Meridium APM Web Framework Server. A min-
imum of 128KBPS link is required between the Application Server and the APM Frame-
work machines. Full duplex communication must be enabled between servers. We
recommend that you also enable full duplex communication between Meridium APM
Framework machines and servers.

Note: 100BASE-TX is not a requirement but is highly recommended. An entire
T100BASE-TX network would be an ideal situation.

If you are using a virtual machine (VM) to host your Meridium APM Application Server,
we recommend that:

« You increase the physical server CPU and hard drive space requirements by 20%
to ensure that the application will perform equivalently in a virtualized envir-
onment.

« You double the physical server memory requirements.
« Each VM have its own dedicated processor cores and memory allocation to ensure
appropriate performance.
Meridium, Inc. supports Hyper-V and VMWare platforms.

These requirements may not be sufficient, depending upon how your system is con-
figured. Parameters that affect the hardware requirements include the number of users,
modules purchased, database size, and other factors that can vary from one customer
to another. For help refining your specific system requirements, consult a member of
the Meridium Inc. Global Support Services or Professional Services department.

The Meridium APM testing environment uses the 64-bit version of Windows Server 2008
R2 and 2012 for all instances of the Meridium APM Application Server (both dedicated
and supporting). The operating system is not distributed by Meridium, Inc. and must be
obtained from another vendor. While instructions on installing the operating system
exceeds the scope of this documentation, we do provide guidelines on how the oper-
ating system in the Meridium APM testing environment is configured for each version of
the operating system. We recommend that you configure your system to match the
Meridium APM testing environment.

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How the SQL Server Report Server Works with
Meridium APM

The SQL Server Report Server is the machine that stores SQL Server reports so that you
can view SQL Server Reporting Services (SSRS) reports in the Meridium APM Framework,
Meridium APM Web Framework (optional component), or a web browser.

The following image provides a visual representation of how components work
together.

The components shown in this image will work together as described in the following
list. Click an item name to expand and collapse the details.

e Meridium APM Framework Workstations

Let users create new reports that are based upon Meridium APM queries and data-
sets. When a report is created in Meridium APM, a connection will be made to the
Meridium APM Application Server to retrieve information from the current data
source and display the information to the Meridium APM Framework user. When
a user saves a new report to the Catalog, the report will be saved to the Meridium
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APM database and deployed to the SQL Server Report Server.

When a Meridium APM Framework user opens an existing report from the
Meridium APM Catalog, the Meridium APM system will check to see if a report
with the same name exists in the corresponding folder on the SQL Server Report
Server.

m If the report already exists on the Report Server, it will simply be displayed
to the user.

m [f the report does not already exist on the Report Server, it will be deployed
on the Report Server first and then displayed to the user.

When a user modifies an existing report and saves it to the Meridium APM sys-
tem, an updated version of the report will be deployed to the Report Server.

SQL Server Reporting Services reports can be viewed from any Meridium APM
Framework workstation via the SQL Server Report Viewer, which is installed auto-
matically via the Meridium APM Framework installer and integrated into the
Meridium APM Framework application. To create and modify reports from
Meridium APM Framework workstations, you must have the following software
installed on that machine:

o Microsoft Business Intelligence Development Studio (if you are using SQL
Server Reporting Services 2008 R2) or SQL Server Data Tools (SSDT) (if you
are using SQL Server Reporting Services 2012).

o The Meridium APM Adapter for SSRS Designer (so that SSRS can connect to
Meridium APM and retrieve data while reports are being developed).

In addition to viewing reports from the Meridium APM Framework application, all
reports that are stored on the Report Server can be accessed directly through a
web browser via the SQL Server Report Manager. Whether reports are viewed in
the Meridium APM Framework or the Report Manager, their appearance and con-
tent will be the same.

« Meridium APM Application Server

Serves as the host for communications between the SQL Server Report Server and
the Meridium APM database based upon requests initiated from the Meridium
APM Framework. When a user accesses a report that is based upon a Meridium
APM query or dataset and stored on the SQL Server Report Server, the Report
Server sends a request to the Meridium APM Application Server, which in turn con-
nects to the Meridium APM database and returns the requested information.

Note: In Meridium APM deployments that contain multiple dedicated Applic-
ation Servers, where a load balance handles connections to those servers, the
load balancer will handle report requests initiated from Meridium APM Frame-
work workstations.

o Meridium APM Database

Stores the Meridium APM copy of each SQL Server Reporting Services report that
has been saved to the Meridium APM Catalog. Additionally, the Meridium APM
database responds to requests made from the Application Server and returns data
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that is displayed in reports that are based upon Meridium APM queries and data-
sets.

o SQL Server Report Server

Contains the SQL Server Reporting Services software and stores the master copy
of each Meridium APM report. Meridium APM reports are deployed to the Report
Server when they are first saved to the Meridium APM Catalog. When a report is
modified, the copy on the Report Server is updated.

The Meridium APM Adapter for SSRS must be installed on the SQL Server Report
Server to allow the Report Server to communicate with the Meridium APM Applic-
ation Server. When a request is made to the Report Server to access a Meridium
APM report, the Report Server sends a request to the Meridium APM Application
Server, which in turn retrieves the requested data from the Meridium APM data-
base.

The SQL Server Report Server machine in the image shown above represents a
single instance of the SQL Server Reporting Services. Meridium APM supports the
use of one SQL Server Reporting Services instance per Meridium APM Application
Server. SQL Server supports installing more than one SQL Server Reporting Ser-
vices instance on the same machine. If your Meridium APM system includes more
than one Application Server (e.g., a test Application Server and a production Applic-
ation Server), you will need to create a separate SQL Server Reporting Services
instance for each Application Server.

Note that when you install SQL Server Reporting Services, two SQL Server data-
bases that store the reports for a given instance of SQL Server Reporting Services
are installed automatically. These databases are not represented in the image
shown above. For more information about the components a SQL Server Report-
ing Services implementation and details about the supported configuration scen-
arios, see the SQL Server documentation.

o External Database

Represents any external data source that is supported by SQL Server Reporting Ser-
vices for building reports. Reports that are built upon external data sources can be
imported into Meridium APM and saved to the Meridium APM Catalog. When a
user accesses an external report, either through the Meridium APM Framework
Application or via SQL Server Report Manager, a request is sent to the Report
Server, which in turn retrieves the data from the appropriate data source and dis-
plays the results to the user. Any report that can be built upon an external data
source via the Business Intelligence Development Studio and viewed in Report
Manager can be imported into Meridium APM, saved to the Meridium APM Cata-
log, and viewed by Meridium APM users.
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About the SQL Server Report Manager

The SQL Server Report Manager is a tool that is provided with SQL Server Reporting Ser-
vices that lets you manage the reports that exist on the SQL Server Report Server. You
will need to use the Report Manager to perform tasks to configure the Report Server for
use with your Meridium APM system.

After SQL Server Reporting Services has been installed and properly configured via the
Reporting Services Configuration Manager, the Report Manager will be accessible from
any web browser, either on the Report Server itself or remotely via the following URL:

http:\\<Report Server Name>\<Report Manager Virtual Directory>
...where:

« <Report Server Name> is the name of the Report Server.

« <Report Manager Virtual Directory> is the name of the virtual directory that you
created for Report Manager. The Report Manager Virtual Directory can be defined
for each instance of Reporting Services via the Reporting Services Configuration
Manager.

Note: For more information on determining how to access Report Manager, see the

SQL Server Setup Help, which is accessible via the Reporting Services Configuration
Manager.

All Meridium APM reports that exist on the SQL Server Report Server can be accessed
through Report Manager. Reports are organized on the Report Server using a folder
structure that corresponds to the Meridium APM Catalog folder structure. Meridium
APM users must be granted permissions to these folders in order to access SSRS reports
through Meridium APM.

When you attempt to open a report in Report Manager, you will be prompted to provide
a user ID and password. You will need to supply a Meridium APM user ID and password
with the appropriate security privileges. The results that are displayed in the Report Man-
ager should look the same as the results that are displayed when a user opens the
report in the Meridium APM Framework application or through the Meridium APM Web
Framework.

The SQL Server Report Manager should be used only to view Meridium APM reports.
Meridium APM reports should not be created or modified directly through the Report
Manager. When a user modifies an existing report in Meridium APM and re-saves it to
the Meridium APM Catalog, the report will be redeployed automatically to the Report
Server. Any modifications that have been made on the Report Server via the Report Man-
ager will be overwritten when the report is redeployed from the Meridium APM Frame-
work Application.

Additional details about the Report Manager can be found in the Help system that is
accessible from the Report Manager tool.
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About Communication Methods

Meridium APM provides two communication methods for allowing Meridium APM cli-
ents to communicate with the Meridium APM Application Server:

« Remoting: A communication infrastructure that uses the HTTP protocol over the
lIS port (usually port 80) to connect client workstations to the Application Server. A
Remoting connection is required whenever the client resides on a computer that
is physically separate from the Meridium APM Application Server to which it needs
to connect. All Meridium APM Framework workstations will connect to dedicated
Meridium APM Application Servers via a Remoting connection.

« Local: A method that allows clients to access files directly on the Meridium APM
Application Server without having to transfer data across a network. A Local con-
nection should be used whenever a client resides on the same machine as the
Meridium APM Application Server to which it needs to connect. Meridium APM cli-
ents should connect to supporting Meridium APM Application Servers via a Local
connection.

The Meridium APM Framework and Administrative Applications will be installed on
every dedicated Meridium APM Application Server. This local installation will exist for
reasons such as running the database upgrade and debugging business rules via the
Configuration Manager. While most Meridium APM Framework workstations will con-
nect to dedicated Application Servers remotely, local installations should connect to the
Application Server via a Local connection. Note that business rules debugging can be
performed onlyvia a Configuration Manager application that is running on the Applic-
ation Server using a Local connection. To use a Local connection, you must be a mem-
ber of the local Administrators group on the Meridium APM Application Server machine.

Note: Remoting connections for local installations are supported and will work prop-
erly. Local connections, however, provide better performance for components that
reside on the same machine as the Application Server and are recommended for this
reason.
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About the Meridium APM Server and Add-Ons
Installers

The Meridium APM Server and Add-ons installers let you install and upgrade the
Meridium APM Server software and Add-on software components on the Meridium APM
Application Server machine and other machines as appropriate for the Add-on com-
ponents. Meridium APM components are installed in English, by default. For details on
installing non-English translations for Meridium APM, click here. For details on the sys-
tem architecture for the basic Meridium APM system, click here. For a directory of other
Meridium APM components and their respective system architecture specifications, click_
here.

Your Meridium APM distribution package includes two Meridium APM Server and Add-
ons installers. Click an option in the following list to expand and collapse details about
that installer:

« 64-bit

You can use the Meridium APM Server and Add-Ons installer to install and
upgrade the following Meridium APM components:

» Meridium APM Application Server: Meridium, Inc. supports only 64-bit
Application Server machines, and the Meridium APM Server and Add Ons
software can be installed only on a 64-bit machine. If a previous version of
Meridium APM was installed on a 32-bit Application Server machine, you will
need to use a 64-bit machine and perform a first-time install on that
machine. When you install the Meridium APM Application Server software,
the following client components are also installed automatically:

o APM Framework

o

Database Upgrade Manager

o

Data Source Manager

o

Schedule Manager
URL Manager

» Configuration Manager: This is an optional component that you can install
on an Application Server machine if the required prerequisites are also
installed on that machine. The Configuration Manager application lets you
define how you want data to be stored in Meridium APM. For example, you
can define field properties and create entity families. To install the Con-
figuration Manager application, you must have Microsoft Visual Studio for
Applications (VSTA) installed.

m Meridium APM Adapter for SSRS Designer: This is an optional client com-
ponent that you can install to integrate Meridium APM with SQL Server Busi-
ness Intelligence Development studio. The Meridium Adapter for SSRS
Designer is used when building reports that are based upon a Meridium
APM data source. If the Meridium APM Adapter for SSRS Designer is not
installed on the Meridium APM Framework machine and you build a report

o
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using SQL Server Business Intelligence Development Studio, you will not be
able to preview the report output.

» Meridium Adapter for SSRS: The files needed to integrate Meridium APM
with a SQL Server Report Server.

m Meridium APM Sync Services with Operator Rounds: Installs the Meridium
APM Sync Services software and the files that are needed to deploy the
Meridium APM Mobile Framework and Operator Rounds. Documentation on

installing, upgrading, and configuring the Meridium APM Sync Services soft-
ware is located in the Operator Rounds documentation.

= Meridium APM Policy Execution Service: Installs the files that are needed
for deploying the Meridium APM Policy Execution Service for the Policy Man-
ager component of Meridium APM. Documentation on installing, upgrading,

and configuring the Meridium APM Policy Execution Service is located in the
Policy Manager documentation.

= Meridium APM Process Data Integration Service: Installs the files that are
needed for deploying the Meridium APM Process Data Integration Service
for the Policy Data Integration (PDI) component of Meridium APM. Docu-
mentation on installing, upgrading, and configuring the Meridium APM
Policy Data Integration Service is located in the PDI documentation.

= Meridium APM Web Framework: Installs the web based application for
working with Meridium APM data. Documentation on installing, upgrading
and configuring the Meridium APM Web Framework is located in the
Meridium APM Web Framework documentation.

» Meridium APM Web Services: Installs the files that are needed for deploy-
ing the Meridium APM Web Services that support various Meridium APM
components. Details on installing, upgrading, and configuring Meridium
APM Web Services is available in the documentation for the module or fea-
ture Meridium APM Web Services supports.

When you install any of these components, the following applications will be
installed automatically:

m APM System Administration tool, which provides an interface to con-
figuration files that you need to modify to support the corresponding com-
ponent.

m Database Comparison tool, which lets you view the differences that exist
between two databases.

Beginning in V3.5.0, Crystal reports are not supported. As a result, when you
upgrade to the current version from V3.4.5 or earlier, the installer will also auto-
matically uninstall the Crystal 10 for Meridium software.

o 32-bit
Note: Throughout this documentation, we refer to the 32-bit installer as the 32-

bit version. When we use the term Meridium APM Application Server and Add-
ons installer, we are referring to the 64-bit installer.
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The following features can be installed using the 32-bit installer:

m Meridium APM Plug-In for DataStage Client: Installs the client components
that are needed for integrating Meridium APM with Datastage. Instructions
for installing this component are not available in this documentation.

= Meridium APM Plug-In for DataStage Server: Installs the server components
that are needed for integrating Meridium APM with DataStage. Instructions
for installing this component are not available in this documentation.

To upgrade components on a 32-bit machine, you must first uninstall the previous

version of that component and then perform a new installation of it.

When you run either of these installers, if the machine is missing any required pre-
requisites, a screen will appear, displaying the list of missing components (similar to the
following image) and prompting you to install them. If you see this screen, you should
install each of the components in the list. Note that for some components, a third-party
installer may appear.

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About the Meridium APM Framework Installer

The Meridium APM Framework installer will take you step-by-step through the process
of installing the Meridium APM Framework application on workstations in your organ-
ization where you want to provide access to Meridium APM modules. You can also use
the Meridium APM Framework installer to install any of the administrative applications.
The following list contains the administrative applications that you can install using the
Meridium APM Framework installer. To view a description of an application, click the
hyperlinked application name.

» Configuration Manager

Lets you define how you want data to be stored in Meridium APM. Using the Con-
figuration Manager, you can define field properties, create entity families, set up
relationships between families, create views, create business rules, design data-
sheets, copy objects from one database to another, view the data dictionary, and
generate the tables that store data.

» Data Source Manager

Lets you define the data sources that will be accessible in the Meridium APM
applications. Using the Data Source Manager, you can define connection inform-
ation for data sources and define a default data source for the Meridium APM
applications.

o Schedule Manager

Lets you view and manage the scheduled items that exist in Meridium APM.
« URL Manager

Lets you view and manage registered URLs and Associated Pages.
» Meridium Adapter for SSRS Designer

Used when building reports that are based upon a Meridium APM data source. If
the Meridium APM Adapter for SSRS Designer is not installed on the Meridium
APM Framework machine and you build a report using SQL Server Business Intel-
ligence Development Studio, you will not be able to preview the report output.

» VSTA for Strategy
Provides access to Strategy rules.

This installer will run on both 32-bit and 64-bit APM Framework machines. Before you
run the Meridium APM Framework installer, you should ensure that the machine meets
the hardware and software requirements. The APM Framework installer cannot be run,
however, on a machine where the Meridium APM Application Server and Add-ons soft-
ware is installed. If you try to run the Meridium APM Framework installer on the Applic-
ation Server machine, a message will appear, indicating that you cannot run the installer
in this case, and the installer will close. To install the Meridium APM Framework or
administrative applications on the Meridium APM Application Server machine (e.g., Con-
figuration Manager), you can use the Meridium APM Server and Add Ons installer.
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You can use the Meridium APM Framework installer to install Meridium APM applic-
ations on each APM Framework machine, or you can use the Meridium APM Framework
installer to record an APM Framework installation and then use then perform that recor-
ded installation on each APM Framework machine without the user of that machine
interacting with an installer. This is referred to as a silent installation.

The Meridium APM Framework installer provides two options for the applications that
you can install on an APM Framework machine:

« Install only the Meridium APM Framework application and no administrative
applications.
« Select which applications will be installed, including administrative applications.

The steps in the installer are different for each option. As a result, a separate set of
instructions are provided for each. To get started, in the preceding list, click the hyper-
linked option that corresponds to the installation that you want to perform.
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Installing the Application Server Software

The following instructions provide details on installing the Meridium APM Application
Server and Add-ons software on the Meridium APM Application Server machine. The
Application Server machine is part of the basic Meridium APM system architecture.

These instructions assume that:

« Your system meets the hardware and software requirements for the Application
Server machine.

Note: If your system does meet certain software requirements, a message may
be displayed during the installation process that indicates the software require-
ment that is missing. Some software requirements, however, will be installed
automatically if they are missing. For more information, see the hardware and
software requirements for the basic Meridium APM system architecture.

« You are an Administrator with full access to the Application Server machine.

« You have read and understand how to combine steps in the Application Server
installation process if you are installing other Meridium APM components on the

Machines

A silent installation is one in which the user of a machine does not interact with the
installation process while the Meridium APM applications are installed. To do so, you
will need to perform the APM Framework installation once in record mode, which will
record all the settings that you select in the installer to an ISS file. You can then use the
ISS file to silently install on each APM Framework machine an identical installation to
the one that was recorded in the ISS file.

The following instructions provide an overview of how you can perform a silent install-
ation. Depending upon the structure of your company and its workstations, you may
need to perform additional steps.

These instructions assume that all the APM Framework machines meet the hardware
and software requirements.

To perform a silent installation an APM Framework machines:

1. Copy the Meridium APM Framework installer files to a local drive on an APM
Framework machine.

Full control to the root Meridium APM folder (e.g., C:\Program Files\Meridium)
and subfolders.

Additionally, write and modify per-
missions are needed to support Configuration Manager tasks, such as working
with rule projects. These permissions must be set before users access Meridium
APM for the first time.

Full control to the folder <root drive>:\Program Files (x86)\Microsoft Visual Stu-
dio <version>\Common7\IDE\PrivateAssemblies, where Microsoft Visual Studio
<version> is version-specific folder in which the Visual Studio software is installed
(e.g., Microsoft Visual Studio 8, 9.0, and so on). These permissions are needed to
support the Application Updater and must be set for each version of SQL Server
Business Intelligence Development Studio that is installed.

The Meridium APM Server and Add-ons installer closes. Additionally, if the
Launch APM System Administration now check box was selected, the APM Sys-
tem Administration window appears. At this point, you should refer back to the
checklist.
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Configuring Permissions for the Report Server

SQL Server Reporting Services reports can be created through the Meridium APM Frame-
work application and saved to the Meridium APM Catalog. Reports that exist in the
Meridium APM Catalog are stored on the Report Server using a corresponding folder
structure, which can be viewed through the SQL Server Report Manager.

All new installations of SQL Server Reporting Services will include a root \\Home folder.
Subfolders can be created within the \\Home folder. When SQL Server Reporting Ser-
vices reports are accessed through Meridium APM, they are deployed to the Report
Server within the folder structure defined in the Report Manager. Deploying occurs
when a user creates a new report or accesses an existing report from the Meridium APM
Catalog for the first time.

The first time a report is deployed to the Report Server, the folder \\Home\Meridium is
created automatically. Within the folder \\Home\Meridium, subdirectories are created
automatically as needed, as reports are created and viewed within the system. The fol-
lowing format is used for creating directories to store report files:

\\Home\Meridium\<Data Source Name>\<Meridium APM Catalog Path>
...where:

« <Data Source Name> is the name of the data source that was used for creating
the report.

Note: Any special characters that are included in the data source name will not
be included in the corresponding folder on the Report Server as SQL Server
Reporting Services does not allow special characters in folder paths. Special char-
acters will be removed from the data source name automatically when the
folder is first created.

« <Meridium APM Catalog Path> is the full path to the report in the Meridium APM
Catalog.

To view and modify reports that are stored on the SQL Server Report Server from the
Meridium APM Framework application, Meridium APM users must be logged in to
Meridium APM via a Windows user account that has permission to access the folder in
which the reports are stored on the Report Server.

« Users who need to be able to create, modify, and deploy reports must be granted
the Content Manager role at the level \\Home\Meridium and lower.

« Users who need to view reports that have already been deployed by other users
must be granted the Browser role at the level \\Home\Meridium and lower. For
all users, the Browser role is sufficient at the level \\Home.

Note: Users with the Browser role at the level \\Home\Meridium and lower will

not be able to view reports that have not yet been deployed to the Report Server
in those folders, even if they exist in the Meridium APM Catalog.
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Permissions can be assigned to users and groups via the SQL Server Report Manager.
You can assign permissions to individual Windows users or to Windows security groups.
To make configuration easier, you may want to create a group specifically for Meridium
APM users, assign the appropriate Windows users to that group, and then assign that

group the necessary permissions.

Note: All users who are Windows Administrators on the Report Server machine will

be able to access all reports without needing any additional privileges. The Content
Manager role needs to be assigned only to Windows users who are not Administrators

on the Report Server.
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Configuring Meridium APM to Use the Report
Server

The SQL Server Report Server stores the SQL Server Reporting Services reports that can
be viewed and managed in Meridium APM. To integrate SQL Server Reporting Services
with Meridium APM, you must define the SQL Server Reporting Services instance that
you want to use for a given Meridium APM database. The Configuration Manager applic-
ation provides a feature that lets you do so. After you have defined the SQL Server
Reporting Services instance that you want to use for a given Application Server and data
source, Meridium APM will use that Report Server for storing the reports that are cre-
ated and accessed on that Application Server and database.

To define the SQL Server Report Server for a given database:

1. In the Configuration Manager, on the Configuration Manager main menu, click
Tools, point to Global Preferences, and then click SQL Server Report Server.

2. In the Server Name text box, type the name of the server on which the desired
instance of SQL Server Reporting Services has been installed and configured.

Note: If you do not specify the protocol for the server, HTTP will be assumed. If
the SQL Server Report Server is a secured server, you can type HTTPS: //
[Server Name] to indicate that an HTTPS connection should be used. If the
SQL Server Report Server is not secured, you can type HTTP: // [Server Name]
or you can omit the protocol and simply type the server name.

3. In the Web Service text box, type the name of the Report Server Virtual Directory
that has been created for the instance of SQL Server Reporting Services that you
want to use for the current Meridium APM Application Server and data source. If
you have never before defined the SQL Server Report Server for this data source,

the Web Service will be set to ReportServer by default, which is the name of the
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virtual directory created for the first SQL Server Report Server instance that is
installed on a given server. You can modify the default value if needed.

If the server specified in the Report Server text box contains multiple instances of
SQL Server Reporting Services, be sure to specify the virtual directory of the
instance that you want to use for the Application Server and data source to which
you are currently connected.

4, If desired, click the Deploy button to deploy all existing reports to the specified
report server.

5. Click OK.

The settings are saved to the database.
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About Report Deployment

When Meridium APM Security Users access reports in the Meridium APM Framework
and Meridium APM Web Framework applications, they are actually viewing reports that
are stored on the SQL Server Report Server and referenced by the Meridium APM Cata-
log items that identify them. In other words, the reports themselves reside outside of
the Meridium APM system but can be viewed from within the Meridium APM Frame-
work and the Meridium APM Web Framework. Before a report can be viewed, it must be
deployed to the SQL Server Report Server.

Deployment can be handled in the following ways:

« Manually for all reports at once. The user who will manually deployreports all at
once, must be logged in under a Windows user account that has been granted the
Content Manager role to all Meridium folders and subfolders on the Report
Server. When reports are deployed in this way, you will need to select from a list
the Meridium APM Cultures for which the reports should be deployed. The list of
cultures includes the Meridium APM Culture settings that are currently specified in
any Security User record in your database and the Invariant Language (Invariant
Country) option, which will deploy the reports in the default culture in which they
were created.

For each culture that you select, one version of each report will be deployed to the
Report Server and associated with that culture. After reports have been deployed
in this way, if the corresponding translations have been installed, when a user
runs a report and their Meridium APM Culture setting matches a report on the
Report Server, they will see that report. Otherwise, they will see the default version
of the report (i.e., the culture in which it was created). For example, assume that
the total number of baseline reports is 20 and that you want to deploy all the
baseline reports so that users with the following culture settings can view them:

m English
m Spanish
s German

In this case, when you deploy the reports, you will deploy them for the following
corresponding cultures:

» Invariant (because baseline reports are associated with the English culture
by default)

= Spanish
= German

...and when the reports are deployed for these cultures, the Report Server will con-
tain 60 reports:

m 20 English reports
m 20 Spanish reports
m 20 German reports
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You might want to deploy all reports at once:

m When you install Meridium APM for the first time and want to deploy all
baseline reports so that they are immediately available for Meridium APM
users.

» If you implement a new Report Server and want to deploy all reports
(baseline and custom) to the new server so that they will be available for
Meridium APM users.

m Whenever you upgrade to a new version of Meridium APM and want to
deploy any new reports.

m If you are using translations in Meridium APM and want reports to be avail-
able for multiple cultures.

m If you are using translations in Meridium APM and you have created custom
translations that you want to be displayed in the reports.

Note: Any report that has not been deployed manually will be deployed automatically
when a user tries to view it. Therefore, manual deployment of all reports is optional
but may be desirable if you prefer not to grant all users the Content Manager role.
Additionally, when automatic deployment occurs on an as-needed basis, it can take
several moments for the report results to appear. If all reports have already been

deployed to the server, it may reduce the delay in displaying the report results for the
first time.

« Automatically for individual reports. Reports are deployed automatically when:
m They are first created.

= On an as-needed basis, when the report is run within the Meridium APM
Framework or Meridium APM Web Framework applications.

When a user accesses a report, if it does not already exist on the Report Server, it
will be deployed automatically to the Report Server. When this happens, the
report is deployed using the Meridium APM Culture setting in the Security User
record of the user who deploys the report. For example, if a Security User whose
culture setting is empty deploys a baseline report, the default version (i.e., the cul-
ture in which it was created) of the report will be deployed to the Report Server.
Because the baseline reports are created in English, when those reports are
deployed, the English version of the report will be deployed. Likewise, if you
access a custom report that was created in a non-English language, and your
Meridium APM Culture setting is empty, the default version of the report will be
deployed.

For deployment to be successful, the user must be logged in under a Windows
user account that has been granted the Content Manager role to the appropriate
folder on the Report Server.
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Deploying All Reports to the Report Server

The following instructions provide details on deploying all existing reports to the SQL
Server Report Server. Note that this process will deploy to the Report Server ALL the
reports that exist in the Meridium APM Catalog in the Public and Baseline folders for
every culture that you specify. You do not have the option to deploy only some reports
(e.g., reports in certain folders or those that are not already deployed).

Note that the culture of the Security User who creates a report is considered the default
culture for that report. In other words, the source culture for the report, which does not
change. Baseline Meridium APM reports are created in English. Therefore, to deploy all
baseline reports for the English users, you will need to deploy them for the default cul-
ture using the Invariant Language (Invariant Country) setting. Likewise, if a Security User
with a Spanish culture setting creates a report, the default culture for that report is Span-
ish. For users with a German culture to see that report in German, you will need to
deploy the reports for the German culture.

Note: While this process will attempt to deploy all reports defined in the Catalog,
each report will be deployed individually, and each individual deployment operation
may take several seconds. If your database contains many reports, the entire process
could take several minutes.

To deploy all reports to the SQL Server Report Server:

1. In the Configuration Manager, on the Configuration Manager main menu, click
Tools, point to Global Preferences, and then click SQL Server Report Server.

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deployment attempts. Individual deployment operations may be unsuccessful for
various reasons, such as insufficient permissions to the appropriate Report Server

folder or the Report Server becoming unavailable during the process.

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About the Meridium APM Database

The Meridium APM database contains all the data that can be accessed through the
Meridium APM applications, including tables that store records, metadata that defines
information about items such as families and system codes, and objects that can be
accessed through the Meridium APM Catalog. In order to use Meridium APM, you will
need to create a Meridium APM database.

Meridium APM supports two types of database servers:

« Oracle

« SQL Server

The first step in creating the Meridium APM database is to set up the desired database
server. While installing and configuring the database server exceeds the scope of this
documentation, you can use the links above to access generic information and
guidelines for setting up each type of server. After the database server has been set up
and properly configured, you will need to create the Meridium APM database.

The content in the Meridium APM database is segmented according to the license with
which it is associated. Licensed content is versioned for each Meridium APM release.
You can view a list of database licenses and the version information for each one in the
Meridium APM Framework or Configuration Manager application. Licenses must be
activated before the associated module(s) can be used.

The Database Upgrade Manager application is installed automatically when you install
the Meridium APM Application Server.
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Installing Oracle Server Software

Note: You will need to complete this step only if you plan to use an Oracle Database
Server to host the Meridium APM schema.

The first step in setting up the Database Server for the Meridium APM schema is to
install the Oracle Server software on the Database Server machine. Instructions for
installing the Oracle Server software exceed the scope of this documentation. For
information on performing the installation, refer to the Oracle installation doc-
umentation that is specific to your database server platform. If you plan to create a data-
base via the Oracle Universal installer, you should review the section in this guide on
creating and configuring the Oracle Database before proceeding.
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Considering Oracle Server Globalization Software

The Oracle database must be created with a character set that supports all characters
and symbols used by the various Meridium APM Framework machines. The database
character set must meet all known language requirements. The character set determ-
ines which characters can be used in:

« The data stored in all SQL CHAR data types (CHAR, VARCHAR2, CLOB).
« The identifiers within the database (e.g., table and column names).

« The SQL and PL/SQL program source (including view definition, triggers, stored
procedures and packages).

The database character set must be specified when the database is created. When choos-
ing the database character set, identify all languages that must be supported (both
immediately and in the long-term), and then select the most efficient character set for

all the languages and symbols involved.

Note that because Unicode character sets attempt to support all languages of the world,
they may not be the most efficient character set for a particular language. For example,
AL32UTF8 is a varying width multi-byte Unicode character set that can support the Eng-
lish, French, and Spanish languages. For example, WESMSWIN1252 is a western
European fixed width eight-bit character set that can also support these languages and
do so more efficiently.

Note: If you are creating a Unicode database, use the character set AL32UTF8. This is
the most recent and recommended Unicode database character set.

Before you attempt to modify the database character set, you should review the fol-
lowing Technical Note on Oracle's support website: 225912.1.

Note: If you will connect to an Oracle database, you will need to perform certain steps

to configure the Application Server machine for globalization support. See the Oracle
checklist for more details.
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Creating and Configuring the Oracle Database

Creating the Oracle Database

After you have installed the Database Server software on the Database Server machine,
you will need to create an Oracle database that will contain the Meridium APM schema.
The creation of the Oracle database exceeds the scope of this documentation. For
details on creating an Oracle database, consult the Oracle documentation that is specific
to your database platform. Note, however, that selecting the database character set is
an important prerequisite to database creation.

Configuring the Oracle Database

After you have created the Oracle database, you will need to configure it. Details on con-
figuring the Oracle database exceed the scope of this documentation. For details on con-
figuring an Oracle database, consult the Oracle documentation that is specific to your
database platform. Note, however, that the Oracle database must meet the following
requirements:

« Oracle Text must be installed in the Oracle database. To determine if Oracle Text
is installed, you run the following command via SQL*Plus while connected to the
Oracle database as SYSTEM (or a user with comparable privileges):

SQL>select comp_name, status, substr(version,1,10) as version from dba_
registry where comp_id = "CONTEXT";

« Execute privileges on the CTX_DDL package are required. CTX_DDL is an Oracle-
supplied PL/SQL package that is needed to support Text indexes. The Meridium
supplied scripts to create roles and users will grant these privileges automatically.

« The following database parameter values are recommended and must persist
from one database startup to the next.

Database parameter value Notes

_ The dml_locks parameters should be set to a large
dm_locks=5000 value to avoid the possibility of waiting for a lock.

This is the minimum value that we recommend.
You can increase this value as necessary for your
database.

job_queue_processes=20
CEHint: The default value for Oracle 11 is 7000.

Therefore, if you are using Oracle 11, you may
not need to increase this value at all.

It is not uncommon for one Meridium APM user to
have multiple cursors open simultaneously. For
this reason, you should set this value accordingly.

Default values for database parameters that are not mentioned in the above list meet or
exceed recommendations for a Meridium APM database configuration.

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About Creating the Oracle Schema

To create the Oracle schema you will need to complete the following tasks in the fol-
lowing locations:

« Extract files from the release distribution package to the dedicated Application
Server machine.

« Create an Oracle Role and Schema in the Oracle database (on the Database
Server).

« Import the Oracle schema on the Database Server.
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Creating the Meridium APM Oracle Schema

The following instructions provide details on creating the Meridium APM Oracle schema.
After you have created the Oracle schema using these instructions, the schema will be
referred to as the Meridium APM database throughout the documentation.

To perform these steps you will need DBA privileges on the Database Server machine.
These instructions assume that:

« You are logged in your Database Server machine with DBA privileges and have a
connection to Oracle.

« You are familiar with running SQL scripts and the associated terminology.
« You are familiar with Oracle terminology and functionality.

To create a Meridium APM Oracle schema:

1. On the Meridium APM Application Server machine, insert the Meridium APM dis-
tribution package DVD, and navigate to the Database folder in the Meridium APM
Framework and Server Setup folder.

2. Open the file MI_DB_MASTER_3600000.zip, and extract the contents of the file
3600000.zip to a folder on the C: drive.

3. Open the folder 3600000.zip and extract the following files:

o CRT_MI_CONNECT_ROLE.sql
« CRT_MI_USER.sql
« MI_V3600000.dmp

4. In the folder to which you extracted the files, open the subfolder \\Setup\NewIn-
stall\Oracle.

This folder contains the extracted files that will need to be run by the database
administrator on the Database Server (via the remaining steps).

5. On the Database Server machine:

A. Locate and run the script CRT_MI_CONNECT_ROLE.sql. This script creates
the Meridium APM role (MI_CONNECT_ROLE), which contains several of the
Oracle privileges that are necessary to run the Meridium APM applications.
This script does not require any parameters. You will need to run this script
one time per database.

B. Locate and run the script CRT_MI_USER.sql. This script creates the Oracle
user and grants to the user the role MI_CONNECT_ROLE that you created in
the preceding step.

The schema is created.

For example, if you were to define the parameters as shown in the following
command:
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SQL> @CRT_MI_USER MERIDIUM_PROD MERIDIUM_PROD 1000M Meridium_
DATA

...it would automatically:

« Create a user called MERIDIUM_PROD.

« Set the user's password to MERIDIUM_PROD.

« Set the user's default tablespace to MERIDIUM_DATA.
« Grant 1GB of quota on the default tablespace.

Note: This example assumes that the MERIDIUM_DATA tablespace already
exists.

6. Import the Oracle schema you created in the preceding steps. To do so:

A. On the Database Server machine, import the Oracle schema by locating and
using the file MI_V3600000.dmp.

B. Set the session level NLS_LANG to <Language>_<Territory>.AL32UTF8 (to
avoid unnecessary data conversion).

C. Update the schema statistics.

The schema is imported. You should note and resolve any errors that appear in
the import log. We recommend that you save a copy of the Oracle import log for
future reference.
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Considering SQL Server Localization

Meridium APM supports using multiple languages in a SQL Server database only if the
following requirements are met:

« All the languages that you want to use (i.e., Windows locales) must be supported
by the same database collation.

« The collation cannot be a Unicode collation.
« The collation must be case insensitive.

« All client machines must use the same Windows Code Page, and the Code Pages
must be compatible with the designated database collation.

If these requirements cannot be met and you want to use multiple languages in your
database, Meridium APM must be installed with Oracle as the Database Server.

This documentation provides only brief information about localization with SQL Server
as it relates to Meridium APM. For more information about SQL Server localization,
including a list of Windows collation designators as they relate to Windows locales and
Code Pages, see the SQL Server Books Online, which can be installed with SQL Server.
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Installing the SQL Server Software

If you will connect to a SQL Server database, the first step is to install the SQL Server soft-
ware on the Database Server machine. This documentation assumes that your system
meets Database Server system requirements. The installation of the SQL Server soft-
ware exceeds the scope of this documentation. For information on performing the
installation, refer to the SQL Server documentation.

When you prepare to install SQL Server on the Database Server, you should consider the
following notes:

o Meridium APM requires mixed-mode authentication for SQL Server installations.
The documentation and scripts supplied by Meridium APM assume that the SQL
Server instance allows mixed-mode authentication.

« The SQL Server Full-Text component must be installed on the SQL Server Data-
base Server. To determine if the SQL Server Full-Text component is installed, you
can run the following command via a SQL Server Management Studio query win-
dow:

IF (SELECT FULLTEXTSERVICEPROPERTY (‘IsFulltextinstalled')) = 0 PRINT ‘Error: Full
Text component not installed'

« The SQL Server FullText Search service must be running on the Database Server.

« The Meridium APM database must be owned by the SQL Server login referenced in
the Meridium APM datasource. Being a member of the SQL Server db_owner role
is not sufficient. Meridium provides a script to properly configure the SQL Server
database for use with Meridium APM.

« The database supplied by Meridium APM (via a .BAK file) was created with the SQL
Server collation Latin1_General_CI_AS. This collation requires Windows Code
Page 1252.
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About Creating and Configuring the SQL Server
Database

After you have installed the SQL Server software on the Database Server machine, you
can create the Meridium APM database by restoring a database backup file that is
provided by Meridium, Inc. Specific instructions for creating the Meridium APM data-
base are not included in this documentation.

After you have created the database, you will need to configure it. To create and con-
figure the Meridium APM database, you must have access to:

« Microsoft SQL Server Management Studio.
« A privileged SQL Server account with sysadmin rights in the target instance.

« Two files from the Meridium APM Framework and Server Setup DVD that will be
extracted on the Meridium APM Application Server:

m MI_V3600000.bak, which is included in the Meridium_Database.zip file on
the Meridium APM Framework and Server Setup DVD.

-and-

» MI_SQL_DB_Configure.sql, which is installed on the Application Server
machine in the following folder: C:\Meridi-
umAPMDatabase\Setup\NewInstall\SQLServer.

These instructions assume that you are familiar with SQL Server Management Studio or
another 3rd party tool for running SQL scripts.

Note: If you do not have sufficient privileges to restore or configure the database, ask
the person responsible for creating the database to create the database and complete
the configuration steps. That person will need a copy of these instructions, the .BAK
file, and a copy of the MI_SQL_DB_Configure.sql script.
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Creating the SQL Server Database

The following instructions provide details on locating the files that are needed for cre-
ating and configuring the SQL Server database. To create the database, you will restore a
backup file that is included in your Meridium APM distribution. Instructions on creating
the SQL Server database from scratch are not included in this documentation. This doc-
umentation assumes that you can restore the file provided using your company's stand-
ard process for restoring backup files.

The backup file that you need to restore is included in Meridium_Database.zip, which is
located on the Meridium APM Framework and Server Setup DVD in the \\Database
folder.

To obtain the file that you will restore to create the SQL Server database:

1. On the Application Server machine, insert the Meridium APM Framework and
Server Setup DVD, and navigate to the folder \\Database.

2. In the Database folder, open the file Meridium_Database.zip and extract its con-
tents to a local folder.

rIMPORTANT: The folder to which you extract the files must not contain any
spaces.

3. Inthe Windows explorer, in the folder to which you extracted the files, navigate to
the \\Setup\NewInstal\SQLServer folder and locate the file MI_V3600000.bak.

4. Place the BAK file in a location where it can be referenced by the SQL Server ser-
vice.

5. On the Database Server machine, restore the file MI_V3600000.bak to create the
SQL Server database.

After the Meridium APM database has been created, you will need to configure it
for use with the Meridium APM software.
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Configuring the SQL Server Database

The following instructions explain how to configure a SQL Server database for use by
Meridium APM. These instructions assume that the SQL Server database has already
been created by restoring a backup file using SQL Server Management Studio or another
3rd party tool.

These instructions provide details on configuring the Meridium APM SQL Server data-
base using the script MI_SQL_DB_Configure.sqgl, which is included in your Meridium
APM distribution package. This script ensures that the database will be properly con-
figured for use with Meridium APM.

When you run the script MI_SQL_DB_Configure.sql, the following database settings will
be configured automatically:

« The database will be set to read/write mode.
« The database will be configured to allow multiple users.
« Query notification will be enabled.

« The database compatibility level will be set to SQL Server 2008 R2 or SQL Server
2012, as appropriate.

« The database will be set to Full recovery mode.
« ASQL Server login will be created, and this login will own the database.

« The SQL Server database name, SQL Server login name, and password will all
match.

To configure the baseline Meridium APM SQL Server database:

1. On the Application Server machine, open a Windows explorer window, and nav-
igate to the folder C:\MeridiumAPMDatabase\Setup\NewInstall\SQLServer.

2. Open a SQL Server Management Studio query window that is connected via a priv-
ileged login.

3. Inthe \\SQLServer folder in the Windows explorer, open the file MI_SQL_DB_Con-
figure.sqgl, and copy its contents into the SQL Server Management Studio query
window.

4. Set the @dbname variable to the name of the SQL Server database that you cre-
ated using previous instructions.

5. Execute the edited script.

This code creates a SQL Server login that matches the database name and sets the
password to match the login name.

6. Use SQL Server Management Studio to modify the password as appropriate.

rIMPORTANT: These are the same login credentials that will be used when you
create the Meridium APM data source that will connect to this database.
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7. Create the custom server-level error messages, which are required by the
Meridium APM system. These error messages must be created at the instance
level. Creating them requires a privileged login assigned to either the System
Administrator (sysadmin) or Server Administrator (serveradmin) fixed server roles.
To create the Meridium APM error messages:

a. Make sure that you are connected to the Database Server with SQL Server
Management Studio as a System Administrator or Server Administrator user.

b. Execute the stored procedure MI_ERRORS_CRT_ALL_MSGS. This procedure
was supplied with the Meridium APM baseline database and can be
executed using the following command:

exec <databasename>..MI_ERRORS_CRT_ALL_MSGS

Where <databasename> is the name of the database you created in the pre-
ceding steps.
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Installing Oracle Data Access Components (ODAC)

The Oracle Data Access Components (ODAC) package is required on the Meridium APM
Application Server machine so that it can connect to the Oracle database on the Data-
base Server machine. The following ODAC software is required on the Application
Server:

« Oracle Data Provider for .NET (ODP.NET): A database connectivity layer for use
with .NET applications, like Meridium APM. You can use these instructions to
install both the required 32-bit and 64-bit versions.

« Oracle Services for Microsoft Transaction Server (MTS): An Oracle component
that the Meridium APM Application Server uses to manage database transactions.

To install ODAC:

1. In the Meridium APM Required 3rd Party Components distribution package, open
the folder \\Oracle\ODAC_12101.

2. Onyour machine, create the following folder: C:\Temp\ODAC_12101.

3. Copy the contents of the folder \\Oracle\ODAC_12101 to the folder C:\Tem-
p\ODAC_12101.

4. In the folder C:\Temp\ODAC_12101,right-click the file Install_ODAC.cmd, and
then click Run as Administrator.

A message appears, asking if you want to allow the Windows Command Process
to make changes to your computer.

5. Click the Yes button.
A windows command prompt window appears.
6. Press any key.

The 32-bitinstallation process begins, and the status of the installation process is
displayed in the command prompt window. After the installation process is com-
plete, messages appear in the command prompt window, indicating that the pro-
cess is complete and prompting you to press any key to continue.

7. Read the 32-bit Post Installation information, and complete any necessary steps,
as indicated in the command prompt window. For example, you may need to
change the NLS_LANG to a value that is compatible with the Database Server. If
you are asked to restart the machine, do not do so until after the 64-bit version is
installed.

Note: You can also read all the information via the files stored in the ODAC32_
12101 subfolder. For example, you may need to reference troubleshooting
information, if you encounter any issues.

8. Press any key.
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10.

The 64-bit installation process begins, and the status of the installation process is
displayed in the command prompt window. After the installation process is com-
plete, messages appear in the command prompt window, indicating that the pro-
cess is complete and prompting you to press any key to continue.

Read the 64-bit Post Installation information, and complete any necessary steps,
as indicated in the command prompt window. For example, you may need to
change the NLS_LANG to a value that is compatible with the Database Server.

Note: You can also read all the information via the files stored in the ODAC64_
12101 subfolder. For example, you may need to reference troubleshooting
information, if you encounter any issues.

Press any key to close the command prompt window.

At this point, you should refer back to the checklist.
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Configuring the TNS_ADMIN Environment Variable

If you will connect to an Oracle database or use the Oracle EBS eAM Interfaces module,
you will need to configure the file tnsnames.ora on the Application Server. You can do
so by specifying the connection to the Oracle database or the Oracle EBS eAM database.
After you install the Oracle Client software (ODAC) or the Oracle EBS eAM database soft-
ware, you may end up with multiple thsnames.ora files in multiple locations. All tns-
names.ora entries must be combined into a single tnsnames.ora file located in the
folder to which the TNS_ADMIN global environment variable is pointing. The TNS_
ADMIN global environment variable should have been created and defined when the
ODAC software was installed. You can determine if it was created or not using the fol-
lowing instructions. If it was not created, these instructions also provide details on cre-
ating it.

Note: In some cases, the TNS_ADMIN global environment variable may not be visible
until the machine is restarted.

To configure the TNS_ADMIN Environment variable:

1. On the Meridium APM Application Server machine, access the following location
via the Control Panel: Control Panel\System and Security\System.

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Configuring An Oracle Net Service Name

For Meridium APM to work properly with an Oracle database or with Oracle EBS eAM
Interfaces, you must create an Oracle Net Service Name that defines the connection
information to the Database Server or the Oracle EBS eAM database. To do so, you will
need to modify the tnsnames.ora file on the Meridium APM Application Server machine.

The Oracle Net Service that you create will be used later when you create a Meridium
APM Data Source or when you specify the URL to the Oracle EBS eAM database in CMMS
Interface records. Note that one Net Service Name must be created for each Oracle data-
base that you want use with Meridium APM.

Instructions for modifying the file thnsnames.ora exceed the scope of this doc-
umentation. For details on modifying this file, consult your Oracle documentation.

« Login to the Meridium APM Framework or Configuration Manager application
and view the About Meridium APM dialog box. Using this method, you can also
view the licenses that are currently active in the Meridium APM database.

« In the Control Panel on that machine, in the list of installed programs, select the
Meridium APM item. The product version will be displayed below the list of pro-
grams. This section of the Help assumes that you are familiar with your operating
system and therefore does not provide instructions for accessing the control
panel for this purpose.

The following sections provide details on determining which version of Meridium APM is
currently installed on a Meridium APM machine the Meridium APM applications.

APM dialog box:

1. Login to the Meridium APM Framework application or the Configuration Manager
application.

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Merging Configuration Files After an Upgrade or an

For any baseline configuration files that Meridium, Inc. has changed between your cur-
rent version and the release version that you are applying, you must merge the changes
in the updated baseline files with your existing, customized configuration files. Click
here for more information about configuration files and server upgrades.

To merge configuration files:

1. For each configuration file that was changed in any version later than your current
version, navigate to the file location and open the .config file. This is your cus-
tomized, pre-upgrade configuration file.

2. In the same folder, open the corresponding .config.merbak file. This is the
updated baseline file.

3. Reconcile the differences in these files. The Meridium APM system will use only
the settings stored in files with the .config file extension.

CEHint: You can use WinMerge, which is installed automatically on the Meridium
APM Application Server, to facilitate this process.

4. Save and close both files.
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About Automatic Upgrades

After you have upgraded the Meridium APM Application Server and Add-ons software on
the dedicated Application Server machine(s), you will need to upgrade the Meridium
APM Framework applications on the APM Framework machines that are pointing to the
Application Server machine(s). Rather than upgrading each Meridium APM Framework
machine manually, by running the Meridium APM Framework installer, you can upgrade
them automatically through an application update. An application update will syn-
chronize the APM Framework machine with the release that is installed on the Applic-
ation Server machine by updating DLL files on the APM Framework machine.

In addition, after an upgrade is complete, if the Meridium APM Framework application
files become out of sync with the application files on the Meridium APM Application
Server, the application update process will run automatically when you launch a
Meridium APM Framework application.

When an application update process runs, a message will appear, indicating that an
application update is running and displaying a progress bar. When the progress bar
reaches the end, an additional message appears, indicating that an application update
has been completed, and you will need to click OK to close the message. At that point,

the Meridium APM Login dialog box will appear, where you can log in to the applic-
ation.

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Running the ALT_MI_USER Script

The ALT_MI_USER script must be run by a Database Administrator on the Database
Server machine before you upgrade your database. This script is provided in your
Meridium APM distribution package.

The following instructions provide guidance on obtaining the ALT_MI_USER script. The
method you use to access your Database Server is up to you. These instructions assume
that you are either a Database Administrator or an administrative user who will provide
the script to the Database Administrator.

To run the ALT_MI_USER script:

1. In the Meridium APM distribution package, locate the file ALT_MI_USER.sql. This
file is stored in the following location: \\Meridium APM Framework and Server
Setup\Database\MI_DB_MASTER_<database version>.zip\<Database Ver-
sion>.ZIP\_Setup\Newlnstall\Oracle, where <database version> is your target
database version (i.e., the version to which you are upgrading). For example, if you
are upgrading to V3.5.1, the database version folder names are 3510000.zip.

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About Upgrading Your Database

To upgrade your Meridium APM database, you will use the Meridium APM Database
Upgrade Manager application, which works like a builder to guide you step-by-step
through the database upgrade process.

During the database upgrade process, the Meridium APM Database Upgrade Manager
will:

1. Replace all the baseline database content in your database with the updated
baseline Meridium APM database content.

2. Compare your public database content to the baseline Meridium APM database
content and then:

« Retain any database content that you have customized in your database (i.e.,
protect it).

« Replace any database content that you have not customized in your data-
base with the updated baseline database content.

3. Record every event in the database upgrade log and display a status on the inter-
face.

4. Report errors as they occur.
5. Compile the new database when the upgrade is complete.
6. Display a confirmation message when the database upgrade process is complete.

This process can take some time to complete, and the progress of this process will be
displayed while it is running. When it is finished, a message will appear, indicating that it
is finished and displaying a summary of the upgrade process, including the number of
failures that occurred during the upgrade process.

Before you upgrade your database...

The table in this section of the help lists the prerequisite tasks that must be completed
before you initiate the database upgrade process. These instructions assume that your
Application Server and Database Server machines meet the Meridium APM hardware
and software requirements. While you can use the Database Upgrade Manager to
upgrade a database from V3.4.0 SP3 or later to your target version, details on upgrading
from a starting version that is earlier than V3.4.5 are not provided in this doc-
umentation. For more information on upgrading your database from a version earlier
than V3.4.5, contact Meridium, Inc.

rIMPORTANT: If your starting database version is earlier than V3.4.0 SP3, you must
obtain the V3.4.5 distribution package from Meridium, Inc. and upgrade your database
to V3.4.5 using the Database Upgrade Manager application available with that version.
After your database is upgraded to V3.4.5, you can use the upgrade instructions avail-
able in this documentation to upgrade your database to the target version. For
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example, if your database is currently on V3.3.3, and your target version is V3.6.0.0.0,
you will need to upgrade your V3.3.3 database to V3.4.5 using the V3.4.5 distribution
package, and then upgrade the V3.4.5 database to V3.6.0 using the V3.6.0.0.0 dis-

If any problems occur during the
upgrade, the database can then be
restored to its original state from the
backup copy.

We recommend that you perform the
upgrade in a test environment so that
you can assess any issues that you may
encounter and correct them before you
upgrade your database in a production
environment.

Note: Before you upgrade your data-
base in a production environment, all
the issues that were discovered during
the test upgrade(s) must be resolved.
Otherwise, your database could end
up in an unstable state.
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How Customized Database Content is Protected

The content in your database is stored much like Catalog items in the Meridium APM
Catalog: there is a baseline version and a public version of each item. The public version
can be customized and is the version used by the product, while the baseline version
cannot be customized. Unlike Catalog items, where you can view both the baseline and
public version, you cannot view the baseline version of most other database content
types via the Meridium APM interface. The baseline version of your database content is
used, however, during the database upgrade process.

During the database upgrade process, the Meridium APM system will compare each
pre-upgrade baseline item in your database with the corresponding pre-upgrade public
item in your database to determine whether you have customized a given item. Based
on the outcome of that comparison, the database upgrade process will either replace or
protect that item. With some exceptions, all your database content will be protected
based upon the following criteria:

« If the pre-upgrade public version of an item is different from the pre-upgrade
baseline version of that item, the Meridium APM system:

= Will not overwrite your public version of that item with the new baseline ver-
sion of the item.

-but-
m Will overwrite the baseline version of that item in your database.
In this way, your customizations will be maintained in the upgraded database.

« If the pre-upgrade public version of an item matches the pre-upgrade baseline ver-
sion, both the pre-upgrade public version and the pre-upgrade baseline version of
that item will be overwritten with the new baseline version of the item.

« If only a public version of an item exists, it indicates that the item is custom con-
tent, and that content is not overwritten.

In other words, your baseline version of database content is always overwritten with the
updated item that is delivered in the new baseline Meridium APM database.

In some cases, the Meridium APM system does not overwrite your public version of an
item (i.e., your customized content). This means that to take advantage of the changes
that Meridium, Inc. has made to a given item, you will need to apply those changes to
that item manually. For example, if Meridium, Inc. adds a field to a datasheet that you
have already customized, after you upgrade your database, you will need to manually
add that field to your customized datasheet. To determine which items have been pro-
tected in your database and which baseline Meridium APM changes you want to apply to
your customized database content, you will need to consult the Meridium APM Data-
base Comparison Tool and the Meridium APM Release notes for your target version.

Illustration of content protection
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Consider a scenario where Datasheet A exists in the baseline Meridium APM database
and you want to upgrade your database in which Datasheet A has been customized (e.g.,
you added a new field). The following diagram illustrates what the two databases would
contain in this case, where the squares represent the unchanged baseline datasheet and
the hexagon indicates the same baseline datasheet with your customizations.

Note: As indicated by this illustration, in the baseline Meridium APM database, the
public and baseline versions of an item are always identical.

In this way, all your custom changes are retained. Likewise, however, your database will
not contain the baseline changes that Meridium, Inc. delivers in a given release. For this
reason, you will want to determine which database items will be retained in your data-
base so that you can determine which baseline changes your database will not contain
after you upgrade. With that information, you can determine whether you want to:

« Continue to use your database content as is, without Meridium, Inc.'s changes
-Or.

« Apply Meridium, Inc.'s changes manually to your already customized database con-
tent.
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Protected Database Content

The following table lists the types of content that exist in your database and indicates
whether customizations to an existing baseline item of that type will be protected dur-
ing the database upgrade process.

For items where your customizations will not be protected during an upgrade, to main-
tain your customizations, you will need to export your customized items from your pre-
upgrade database using the Import/Export tool, and then import them into the
upgraded database. Alternatively, you can customize the items again, manually, in the
upgraded database.

For some attributes of families and family fields, Meridium, Inc. may make a change in
the baseline database that will be applied to your database, regardless of whether you
have customized that item or not. In these cases, the affected content will not be pro-
tected. Meridium, Inc. will, however, communicate such changes via the release notes
for that version (i.e., in the content changes section). For example, if a family caption
changes in the baseline database, your database should contain this change. Therefore,
if you have made changes to the same family's caption, your customization will be over-
written. You can, however, obtain the baseline content after you upgrade your database.

After baseline records for a given family exist
in your database, the records in that family will
never be overwritten or updated during the
database upgrade process, even if you have
not customized them in any way. This means
that if Meridium, Inc. delivers updates to the
existing baseline records or adds additional
baseline records in a given family, you will not
receive those changes by default. If this occurs,
you can choose to perform an additional step
to manually obtain the new records or revert
your existing records to baseline.

There are, however, several families whose
records are not protected in this way. The fol-
lowing baseline families are considered recur-
ring exceptions to the rule that all records and
links are protected.

How Do | Determine What Will be Replaced and What Will be Protected?

How Do | Determine What Will be Replaced and
What Will be Protected?

In general, you can assume that all the custom changes you have made to your data-
base content will be retained in your upgraded database. In addition, you can assume
that for any custom change that is protected in your database, your database will not
contain any baseline changes that Meridium, Inc. delivers for that item in a given
release. In other words, if Meridium, Inc. delivers updated changes to the baseline ver-
sion of an item that you have customized in your database, you will not receive those
changes because your custom changes will take precedent over the baseline changes. As
a result, you should evaluate each baseline change that is delivered to determine if you
want to apply those changes to your database content.

Note: In a given release, there may be exceptions to the content protection criteria.
These exceptions will be communicated via the Meridium APM Release Notes for that
version. For example, if Meridium, Inc. changes a baseline field caption, it is possible
that Meridium, Inc. can choose to forcibly replace that field caption in your database,
even if you have customized that field caption already. Keep in mind that these cases
are exceptions.

You can use the Database Comparison Tool (in pre-upgrade mode) to determine which
content will be protected in your database. The output of this tool indicates:

« The baseline Meridium APM database content that has been updated in the target
version (i.e., content that includes new baseline changes from Meridium, Inc.).

-and-

« Among the content that has been updated in the baseline Meridium APM data-
base, which ones you have customized in your pre-upgrade database.

Using a combination of the results from the Database Comparison Tool and your under-
standing of the content protection criteria, you can predict which baseline database con-
tent changes will not be available in your upgraded database. For example, consider the
following scenario in which the Database Comparison Tool indicates that the baseline
query Available Recommendations has been updated in the baseline Meridium APM
database for your target version and that you have customized the Available Recom-
mendations query in your pre-upgrade database.

In this case, you can assume that your upgraded database will contain:

« Your public version of the Available Recommendations query with all your cus-
tomizations (in the Public Catalog folder).

« The updated baseline Available Recommendations query only in the Baseline
folder.
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Before you upgrade your database, you can use the Database Comparison Tool to view
the specific differences between the Available Recommendations query in the baseline
Meridium APM Database for the target version with the same baseline query as it exis-
ted in the source version. For example, you could see that Meridium, Inc. has added the
Asset Description column to the baseline query. At this point, you can decide whether or
not you want to either manually apply that change to your custom query after you
upgrade or manually replace your public query with the baseline query in the Baseline

folder.
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About Obtaining Baseline Content After an
Upgrade

After you have upgraded your database, due to the way in which your content was pro-
tected, you might want to obtain Meridium, Inc.'s baseline content that was not impor-
ted into your database automatically. The following scenarios may warrant obtaining
baseline content:

A. You have customized database content for which Meridium, Inc. has delivered
baseline changes. Therefore, your content was protected, and your database does
not contain the baseline changes.

B. Baseline records have been added or updated for an existing family in your data-
base. Therefore, your content was protected, and your database does not contain
the new baseline records or baseline changes to existing records.

With the exception of rules and Catalog items, you cannot view the baseline version of
database content. This means that you will need to use the Import/Export Metadata tool
in the Configuration Manager application to obtain the updated baseline version of any
other content type.

This documentation does not provide details on reverting the content types for which
the Import/Export Metadata tool is not needed to overwrite a public version of a content
item with the baseline version (i.e., Catalog items and rules). These instructions assume
that you are familiar with the Meridium APM applications and can determine how to
revert these content types on your own.

After you have determined which baseline database items you want in your database
instead of your public item, you will need to:

1. Locate the baseline version of the items that were delivered within the com-
pressed database content file and then unzipped during the database upgrade pro-
cess. This file is installed automatically in the following location when you upgrade
the Meridium APM Application Server: <root>\Meridi-
um\DbUpg\Versions\<database version>, where <root> is the root drive and loc-
ation in which the compressed database content file was installed, and <database
version> is the upgraded database version. For example, if you accept the default
installation location for the V3.5.1 release, the folder path would be C:\Meridi-
um\DbUpg\Versions\3510000.

2. Import the baseline database content item using the Import/Export Metadata tool.

The following table provides the information that you will need to locate baseline data-
base content within the compressed database content file so that you can import it into
your database. This table lists only those content types that must be obtained using the
Import/Export Metadata tool. For all of these items, you can use the All or Some option
to import all or only some of the items of that type.

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About the Database Upgrade Manager

Note: To use the Database Upgrade Manager application, you must be logged in as a
Windows user with an Administrator account to the machine where Database Upgrade
Manager is installed.

The Meridium APM Database Upgrade Manager is installed automatically when you
install the Meridium APM Application Server software. The interface works like a builder,
whose screens are dependent upon one another and appear in succession. You can use
this application to initiate and then monitor the database upgrade process as it runs.

Specifically, the Meridium APM Database Upgrade Manager consists of the following
screens:

Connection Information

The Connection Information screen is the first screen in the Meridium APM Database
Upgrade Manager. This screen contains one section, Database Server Connection
Information, and several buttons. You can use these items to enter the connection
information for the database that you want to upgrade, so that the Meridium APM sys-
tem can access your database, and then check to make sure that the Meridium APM sys-
tem can successfully connect to the database using the connection information that you
provided. The following image shows an example of what the Connection Information
screen looks like when it is first accessed.

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Initiating the Database Upgrade Process

You can initiate the database upgrade process only from the Summary screen in the
Database Upgrade Manager. When you do so, the Meridium APM system will begin
upgrading your database, which consists of the following steps:

Unzipping the compressed database content folder and extracting its contents.

Checking the extracted files against the list of baseline files to determine if all the
expected files are available.

Importing the baseline database content into your database.

Processing each file and protecting your customized items according to the con-
tent protection process. When step 4 begins, you should refer to the instructions
on monitoring the database upgrade process.

The following instructions assume that you are ready to upgrade your database in either
a test or production environment.

rIMPORTANT: The database upgrade process can take several hours to complete,
depending upon the size of the database, available memory, and other factors. After
you start the database upgrade process, you should not close the window unless you
want to stop the database upgrade process.

Access the Database Upgrade Manager application.

On the Connection Information screen, in the Database Server Connection
Information section, enter the following information about the database that you
want to upgrade to the new version:

This step applies only to Oracle database types and is hidden if you selected SQL

. The Path to Database Upgrade content cell contains the folder path in which the

compressed database content file was installed when the Application Server soft-
ware was upgraded. For example, if you accepted the default location during the
Application Server upgrade, the compressed file is installed in the folder C:\Meridi-

um\DbUpg. In this cell, click the ... | button, navigate to the compressed data-
base content file whose file name contains MI_DB_Master, and select it.

Note: The Path to Database Upgrade content folder path cannot contain peri-
ods. If it does, the database upgrade will not work.

In this example,
the connection details apply to a SQL Server database. As you can see in the Path
to the Database Upgrade content cell, the compressed file that contains the
baseline Meridium APM database content is named according to the database ver-
sion.

The results of these checks are displayed on the Readiness Check screen. The fol-
lowing image shows an example of what the Readiness Check screen looks like
when you are ready to upgrade a V3.5.0 database version to a V3.5.1 database ver-
sion. The Current Database Version value is determined after the Meridium APM
successfully connects to the database that you want to upgrade. Likewise, the Tar-
get Database Version value is determined by the version of the compressed data-

base content file whose path is stored in the Path to Database Upgrade content
cell on the Connection Information screen.

5. In the Summary Information section:

A. Inthe Trace Level list, select the value indicating the amount of detail that
you want to include in the upgrade logs for each operation that occurs dur-
ing the database upgrade process. You can choose from the following
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options:

« Less Info: This is the default setting. When this option is selected, the
database upgrade logs will contain enough information for you to
determine where an error occurred but may not contain enough
information for you to determine how to correct the issue.

At this point, you should monitor the progress of the database upgrade process.

While your database is being upgraded, various files and folders are created auto-
matically. You do not need to interact with these files, with the exception of the

Microsoft Excel files in the folder <root drive>:\Program Data\Meridi-

um\Translations\Legacy Translations. These files contain translated strings that
were stored in your database. These files will be created only if you have existing
translations stored in your database (i.e., if you are upgrading from a release
earlier than V3.5.0 SP1 LP). If these files are created, and you want to use your
existing translations, you will need to perform an additional step to upload those

translations to the Meridium APM system.
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About Monitoring the Database Upgrade Process

The Database Upgrade Manager provides features that help you monitor the database
upgrade process. The following table lists these tools and explains how they can be
used to help you monitor the database upgrade process for your database.

The Upgrade Details grid shows the status of each file being processed and provides
access to the details of that operation. The following image shows what the Summary
screen looks like when the Upgrade Details grid is displayed.

Each row in the Upgrade Details grid represents a file or set of files that are being pro-
cessed by the database upgrade process. The grid contains the following columns:

« Advanced Details: Contains the Events button, which displays the Meridium APM
Database Upgrade Event window, where you can view detailed information about

how the item in that row was processed by the Meridium APM system. You cannot
sort the values in this column.

« Detail Key: Contains a number representing the order in which the item in that
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row is being processed in relation to the others in the grid, starting with 1 (one).
The values in this column are sorted in ascending order by default.

« Status: Contains one of the following values, which indicate the status of that item
within the database upgrade process:

m Loaded: The Meridium APM system is processing the item in that row. This
is the first status for each item.

m Success: The item in that row has been successfully processed in your data-
base. This is the final status for each item.

m Failure: An error occurred while processing the item in that row, and it was
not successfully processed.

m In Progress: The item is currently being processed.
You can sort the values in this column by clicking the column header.

« Version: The database version of the item in that row. Because you can upgrade
across multiple versions, the Meridium APM system will process each version of
the item in each row, and this value will change as the Meridium APM system pro-
cesses the successive versions of the file in that row. After an item is successfully
processed, the version number value will match the target database value.

. Database Item Name: The file path and name of the file being processed. You can
sort the values in this column by clicking the column header.

« Process Date and Time: The date and time on which the Meridium APM system fin-
ished processing the item in that row. You can sort the values in this column by
clicking the column header.

You can change the sort that is applied to the values in any column except the
Advanced Details column by clicking the column header. When you do so, an icon will
appear in the column header, indicating the sort that is applied to the values:

« Indicates that an ascending sort is currently applied. You can click this icon to sort
the values in descending order.

* Indicates that a descending sort is currently applied. You can click this icon to sort
the values in ascending order.

The grid is hidden by default. You can collapse and expand the grid using the button
that appears to the left of the Upgrade Details label above the grid. This button changes
depending upon the current state of the grid.

Indicates that the grid is expanded, and you can click that button to collapse it.

Indicates that the grid is hidden, and you can click that button to expand the grid.
This is the default setting.
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Pausing the Database Upgrade Process

The database upgrade process can be paused in the following ways:

« Automatically, if a failure occurs and the Ignore Failed Events check box is
cleared.

« Manually, if you want to pause the process to view the details of a failure or to
change your settings (e.g., Trace Level).

The following instructions provide details on pausing the database upgrade process
manually. When you do so, the database upgrade process will stop after it completes its
current operation and wait for you to resume the process. When you start it again, it will
continue processing where it left off when it was paused.

These instructions assume that a database upgrade process is currently running.
To pause the database upgrade process:

« In the Summary Information section on the Summary screen, click the Pause but-
ton.

The database upgrade process stops running, and the Pause button is
renamed Resume.
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Resuming a Paused Database Upgrade Process

The database upgrade process can be paused in the following ways:

« Automatically, if a failure occurs and the Ignore Failed Events check box is
cleared.

« Manually, if you want to pause the process to view the details of a failure or to
change your settings (e.g., Trace Level).

The following instructions provide details on starting a paused database upgrade pro-
cess. These instructions assume that the database upgrade process has been paused

either automatically or manually and that you are ready to resume the database
upgrade process again.

To resume a paused database upgrade process:

« In the Summary Information section on the Summary screen, click the Resume
button.

The database upgrade process starts again where the it left off when the process
was paused.
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The Final Stage of the Database Upgrade Process

After the database upgrade process finishes, a message will appear, displaying a sum-

mary of the upgrade process, and the Summary Information section will be refreshed
and display a similar summary.

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About Reviewing the Log for Duplicate Records

When you upgrade your database (either as a test or in production), the database
upgrade process will process all the records in your database and identify records that
Meridium, Inc. has delivered as part of earlier releases (i.e., baseline records). During
this process, the records that are identified as baseline records are flagged as baseline
so that in future releases, the upgrade process can apply baseline changes to the appro-
priate baseline records without inadvertently changing your custom records.

To distinguish the baseline records from your custom records, the database upgrade
process looks for specific field values in the records in a given family, and if a match is
found, the record is flagged as baseline. It is possible that one of your custom records
could contain the same combination of values as the baseline record. In these cases, the
database upgrade process will:

« Flag the oldest of the duplicate records as the baseline record (i.e., the one that
was created first).

« Create an entry in the upgrade log for the family in which the duplicate records
were found. This entry indicates that the family has duplicate records and
provides SQL syntax for a query that you can run to see which records are duplic-
ates and which record the database upgrade process flagged as the baseline
record.

This means that is possible that one of your custom records could be flagged unin-
tentionally as a baseline record. To ensure that the upgrade process has flagged the
appropriate records as baseline, you will need to perform a manual step. More spe-
cifically, after the database upgrade process is complete, you will need to:

« Review the log entry to see if you have duplicate records in any of the families in
your database.

« If duplicate records exist in your database, you will need to review those duplicate
records and determine whether or not the upgrade process flagged the correct
record as baseline. If the upgrade process has flagged a record incorrectly as
baseline, the next steps will vary depending upon how the record is used within
the product. These steps exceed the scope of this documentation.

rIMPORTANT: Reviewing the duplicate records will require someone to look at
the actual data, including the field values and relationships to other records. We
recommend that the person who reviews the data be familiar with the area of
the product with which the family is associated.
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Reviewing the Log for Duplicate Records

The following instructions provide guidelines on reviewing duplicate records and
assume that the database upgrade process (test or production) has completed.

To review duplicate records:

1. In the Upgrade Details grid, locate the row representing the event with the fol-
lowing Database Item Name, and view its details:

If this section contains subsections with names of families, this means that duplic-
ate records were identified for that family. For example, in the preceding image,
you can see the Data Mapping Column-Field Pair subsection, which indicates that
there are duplicate records in the Data Mapping Column-Field Pair family.

Each subsection includes the SQL code for a query that will return the duplicate
records and indicate which of the duplicates was flagged as the baseline record.

At this point, if duplicate records have not been identified in your database, you
can ignore the remaining instructions and return to the upgrade checklist. The
remaining instructions assume that duplicate records have been identified in your
database.

3. For each family in which duplicate records were identified, copy the entire SQL
code statement from the log, and run the query using that code. The query cannot
be run in the Meridium APM Framework. You can run the query using a database
query tool such as SQL Server Management Studio.

4. Review the query results. Specifically, you should look at the BaselineRecord
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column. A value of Yindicates that the record in that row was flagged as the
baseline record. A value of N indicates that the record is a record that you created
and is not flagged as a baseline record.

At this point, if you have records in your database that have been flagged incor-
rectly as baseline records, the steps that need to be taken will vary depending
upon how the record is used in the Meridium APM system. These steps exceed the
scope of this documentation.
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Sending the Database Upgrade Logs to Meridium,
Inc.

After you have upgraded your database (or if you encounter errors that you cannot
resolve on your own), you will need to send the upgrade logs associated with the
upgrade process to Meridium, Inc.

To send database upgrade log files to Meridium, Inc.:

1. In the Database Upgrade Manager application, on the Summary screen, click the
View All Logs button.

A Windows Explorer instance appears, displaying the folder in which the collection
of upgrade log files are stored.

2. Send to Meridium, Inc. all of the files in this folder. When you do so, be sure to
provide the following information:

« Your company name
-and-

« That the files are database upgrade log files
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| see a Failure. Now What?

During the database upgrade process in your test environment, you may see the status
Failure. This indicates that an error occurred while processing the event in that row, and
it was not successfully processed. Depending upon the state of the Ignore Failed Events
check box, these errors may cause the database upgrade process to pause itself auto-
matically or continue running despite the errors. In either case, the errors will be written
to the upgrade log.

If you see a failure, you should use the following workflow to troubleshoot the asso-
ciated error:

1.

Review the Events log.Use the Events button in the same row as the Failed status
to access the Events |log associated with that item. The Events log contains the pro-
cessing details associated with that item, which you can use to determine the
cause for the error. At this point, if you are able to correct the error, you can do
so, and then resume the database upgrade process again.

Review the current upgrade log.If you are unable to determine the cause of the fail-
ure using the Events log, or you are unable to correct the issue using only the
information in the Events log, use the View Current Log button to access the cur-
rent upgrade log for the upgrade process. The current upgrade log contains pro-
cessing details for all operations that have been completed so far, including the
failed item. You can use the current upgrade log to determine the cause for the
error.

At this point, if you are able to correct the error, you can do so, and then resume
the database upgrade process again.

If you are unable to troubleshoot or correct a given failure on your own, you
should send all available upgrade log files to Meridium, Inc. You can use the View
All Logs button to access the location where all the logs associated with the
upgrade process are stored.

The Events Log

The Events Log

As each event occurs during the database upgrade process, the details of what the
Meridium APM system is doing is recorded to the Events log. You can use this log to
troubleshoot issues. You can access the Events log via the Events button in each row in
the Upgrade Details grid. Doing so displays the Events log for the event in that row. The
amount of information that is available in the Events log is determined by the Trace
Level setting.

The content of the Events log is displayed on the Meridium APM Database Upgrade
Event window. The following image show an example of what the Events log looks like
when it is first accessed.

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Bootstrap Error

When compiling a database during the upgrade procedure, you may encounter a Boot-
strap error that prevents the operation from being completed. This issue only occurs if
you are using a SQL Server database.

To mitigate this issue, complete the following steps:
1. Open the V3.6.0.4.0 distribution package, and navigate to the folder \\Database.

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About Comparing Databases

The Meridium APM Database Comparison Tool lets you view the differences that exist
between two databases. You can use the tool to compare the content of the baseline
Meridium APM database for the version to which you are upgrading (i.e., target version)
against:

« The content of the baseline Meridium APM database for the version from which
you are upgrading (e.g., baseline V3.5.0 database to baseline V3.5.0 SP1 LP data-
base).

-and-

« The content of your customized pre-upgraded database (e.g., customized V3.5.0
database to baseline V3.5.0 SP1 LP database).

-and-

« The content of your customized upgraded database (e.g., customized V3.5.0 SP1
LP database to baseline V3.5.0 SP1 LP database).

In all three comparison scenarios, there is a constant and a variable, where:

« The constantis always the baseline Meridium APM database for the target version.
The constant database can be V3.5.0 and later.

« The variableis the database that is being compared to the baseline Meridium APM
database for the target version. The variable database can be V3.4.5 or later.

For example, consider the following scenarios, where the Allowed? column indicates
whether or not this comparison is supported using the Meridium APM Database Com-
parison Tool, and the Reason column indicates the reason why the comparison is or is
not supported.

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Hot fix-specific zip files do not exist for pre-V3.5.1 hot fix versions. When you compare
your database to pre-V3.5.1 hot fix versions, the Database Comparison Tool uses the zip
file for the main version to generate the comparison.

The Meridium APM Database Comparison Tool must be accessed from the APM Applic-
ation Server, which must contain Microsoft.net 4.0. You may be launching the tool from
a version of the APM Application Server that already requires Microsoft.net 4.0 (V3.5.0).
If, however, you are launching the tool from a version of the APM Application Server that
does not require Microsoft.net 4.0 (V3.4.5), you will need to obtain it before running the
database comparison.

Tool. It will not present a detailed side-by-side comparison.

Data sources are associated with a specific Meridium APM Application Server to indicate
which databases are accessible from that Application Server.

Note: Together, the name and description make up the information that will
appear to users to identify the data source throughout the Meridium APM applic-
ations.

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The data source is saved and added to the list of data sources. Depending upon
your selection of the Enable scheduled items for this data source on this Applic-
ation Server check box, a message may appear, describing the effect of your selec-
tion.
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Testing a Data Source Connection

To test a data source connection:
1. Access the Meridium APM Data Source Manager.

2. On the Meridium APM Data Source Manager window, in the list of data sources,
select the data source that you want to test.

3. Click the Test button.

If the data source successfully connects with the specified database, a message
will appear, indicating that the connection information is valid. If the data source
fails to connect with the database, a message will appear, indicating that the con-
nection information is invalid. You will need to correct the connection information
before you can successfully connect to the specified database.

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About Enabling Scheduled Item Execution

Scheduled items are stored within the Meridium APM database and are executed by the
Meridium APM Scheduling Service, which is installed on the Meridium APM Application
Server. Your Meridium APM implementation will include multiple Meridium APM Applic-
ation Server machines (dedicated and supporting) that connect to the same Meridium
APM database. Each of these Meridium APM Application Server instances will also con-
tain an instance of the Meridium APM Scheduling Service, which is installed auto-
matically with the Meridium APM Application Server software.

You will need to dedicate ONE Meridium APM Application Server for executing sched-
uled items in the database. If multiple Application Servers were to execute scheduled
items in the same database, the scheduled items would be executed multiple times, res-
ulting in duplicate operations (e.g., duplicate later email messages).

To ensure that scheduled items will be executed only once, you will need to enable
scheduled item execution for each data source on ONE Meridium APM Application
Server. You can do so by selecting the Execute scheduled items for this data source on
this Application Server check box, which appears on the Add Data source and Edit Data
Source dialog boxes in the Meridium APM Data Source Manager.

When you define this setting for each data source, you should keep in mind the fol-
lowing considerations:

« When you access the Edit Data Source dialog box, the Execute scheduled items
for this data source on this Application Server check box will be selected or
cleared, as appropriate for the current Application Server. For example, if sched-
uled items are enabled for Data Source X on Application Sever A, when you access
the Edit Data Source dialog box for Data Source X on Application Server A, the
check box will be selected. If you access the Edit Data Source dialog box for Data
Source X on Application Server B, the check box will be cleared. There is no indic-
ation on Application Server B that scheduled item execution is enabled on Applic-
ation Server A, until you attempt to change the setting from Application Server B.

« You are not required to select this check box for any data source. In general, how-
ever, you will want to designate an Application Server for executing scheduled
items in each data source; otherwise, scheduled items in that data source will
never be executed. Therefore, if you create a data source and do not select the
Execute scheduled items for this data source on this Application Server check
box and no other Application Server is configured to execute scheduled items in
that database, a message will appear, warning you of this condition. The same
message will appear if you clear this check box for a data source where it was pre-
viously selected.

« Because you can designate only one Application Server for executing scheduled
items, if one Application Server has already been designated for this purpose and
you select the Execute scheduled items for this data source on this Application
Server check box for the same data source on different Application Server, a warn-
ing message will appear, indicating that enabling scheduled item execution on the
current Application Server will disable execution on the other Application Server.
You will have the option to accept or cancel the change.
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Specifying a Data Source as the Default

Using the Data Source Manger, you can designate a certain data source as the default
data source. The default data source will be selected by default on the Meridium APM
Login dialog box the first time a user launches a Meridium APM application. If, however,
a user logs in to a different data source, the next time that they try to log in to a
Meridium APM application, the data source the data source that they last logged into
will be selected by default. Note that changing the default data source via the Meridium
APM Data Source Manager will not change the default data source for any user who has
already logged in to a Meridium APM application.

After you specify a data source as the default, the only way to reverse that action is to
choose a different data source as the default or to delete the current default data
source.

To specify a data source as the default:
1. Access the Meridium APM Data Source Manager.

2. On the Meridium APM Data Source Manager window, select the data source that
you want to use as the default.

3. Click the Set Default button.

The selected data source will appear in bold, and the label Yes will appear in the
Default Status column. All other data sources will display No in their respective
Default Status columns.
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Removing Data Sources

When you remove a data source, you are deleting the entry for that data source from
the MeridiumDatasources.config file on the Application Server machine. Removing a
data source from the Data Source Manager does not delete the associated database.

To remove a data source:

What is the System Administration tool?

The APM System Administration tool is an interface that lets you configure settings that
exist in configuration files that are used by Meridium APM components. Click here to
view and collapse an overview of the APM System Administration tool interface.

The APM System Administration tool consists of the APM System Administration win-
dow, which contains the following sections:

« Configuration: A menu that contains only the configuration items that exist for the
components that are currently installed on the machine on which you are cur-
rently working. When you select a configuration item in this menu, the contents of
the configuration file appear in the workspace to the right.

« Workspace: Displays settings that are available in the file that is selected in the
Configuration menu. The settings that are displayed for each file is not a com-
prehensive view of the file. Instead, only the settings that require modifications or
entries are displayed from that file. Above the file settings, the file path to the
underlying configuration file is displayed. This provides the location and the name
of the file.

Below the file settings, the following options appear:

m Open File: Opens the underlying configuration file in the appropriate application
(e.g., Notepad).

m Save: Saves your changes to the underlying configuration file.

m Exit: Closes the APM System Administration window. If you click this button and
you have unsaved changes, a message will appear, asking if you want to save
those changes.

m Help: Displays the Meridium APM Help system and automatically selects the Get-
ting Started topic for the APM System Administration tool.

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About License Activation

License activation determines which modules and products will be available in your
Meridium APM system. Except for some Meridium APM Framework Tools and Features,
ALL modules require license activation (i.e., they cannot be used until the associated
license has been activated). License activation also controls the availability of the
Meridium APM Web Framework application, which requires a license in order to be
used.

Within individual modules, availability of the following items is controlled by license
activation:

« Entity and relationship families.

o Rules Library projects.

o URLs.

« Options on the Go To menu in the Meridium APM Framework application.

Other types of content, such as Catalog items, may be available even if the license for
the associated module has not been activated. This content will not be functional, how-
ever, because it relies upon specific families that must be activated before the asso-
ciated content can be used.

To activate Meridium APM licenses, you must supply a license file that will be provided
to you by Meridium, Inc. with your Meridium APM software distribution. In this doc-
umentation, we provide instructions for activating licenses. This documentation
assumes that you have already obtained your license file, which is required to complete
the activation process. For a list of the modules/features and their corresponding
license file, click here.

Note that each license file:

« Has a customer-specific PIN associated with it. When you activate licenses, you
must supply the PIN that is associated with the selected license file. If the PIN that
you specify does not match the PIN in the file, an error message will be displayed,
and the licenses will not be activated. The appropriate PIN should have been
provided to you when you received the license file.

« Isvalid only for a certain length of time. You will want to make sure to activate
modules within a timely manner before your license file expires. If you attempt to
activate licenses using an expired file, an error message will be displayed, indic-
ating that the file has expired, and the activation will not occur.

« Is version-specific. If you attempt to activate licenses using a file whose version
information differs from the version of the product in which you are performing
the activation, an error message will be displayed, and the activation will not
occur.

Note: Under any of the error conditions described in the preceding list, any modules
or products that were active before you attempted to load the license file will continue
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to be active after the error message is displayed. In other words, these errors will not
affect your current activation state. They will simply prevent you from making changes
to that state.

For production versions of Meridium APM, after you have activated your licenses, you
should be able to continue using the associated modules and products until you
upgrade to a new version of Meridium APM. After you upgrade, the licenses will no
longer be valid. Any modules that were previously available will no longer be accessible
from the Go To menu in the Meridium APM Framework application. You will need to
obtain a new license file in order to reactivate the licenses on the new version.

If you have been provided with temporary licenses for demo or trial purposes, your
licenses will expire after a certain period of time, as determined by your trial agreement.
After the licenses have expired, you will no longer be able to log in to the Meridium APM
Framework, Meridium APM URL Manager, or Meridium APM Schedule Manager applic-
ations. You will, however, be able to log in to the Configuration Manager application so
that you can load a new license file.

Note: For most modules, license activation results in the content for that module
being available immediately. For the SAP Interfaces product, however, the changes will
not be immediate; it may take up to one hour for the module and its content to be
available. If you want to apply the changes immediately, you can restart IIS on the
Meridium APM Application Server.
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Activating Licenses

Before you can complete these steps, you must have a license file and a customer PIN.
The file must be stored in a location that is accessible from the Meridium APM Con-
figuration Manager application.

To activate licenses in Meridium APM:

1. In the Configuration Manager, on the main menu, click Tools, point to Global
Preferences, and then click Activate Licenses.

For each module that has been successfully activated, the Status cell is populated
with the text ACTIVE.

Note: If the license file or PIN are invalid, an error message will be displayed
after step 6. The text of the error message will explain the problem that was
encountered.

The Entity Family and Relationship Family tabs are refreshed to display the fam-
ilies associated with that module.

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Activating Licensed Modules and Products

Licenses can then be activated via the Meridium APM Configuration Manager applic-
ation. To activate your licenses, you will need to supply a license file and PIN that should
have been provided with your Meridium APM distribution.

Note: Each license file has an expiration date. If you do not activate your licenses
before the expiration date in the file, the file will expire, and you will no longer be able
to use it.

Consider the following installation and upgrade guidelines related to license activation:

« The version in the license file must match the version of the Meridium APM
product. Therefore, licenses should be activated after you have installed or
upgrade to the version on which you want to activate licenses.

« Because licenses are activated via the Configuration Manager application, before
you can activate licensed modules and products, you must install the Con-
figuration Manager application.

« For modules that have module-specific installation steps, you must activate
license for that module before you perform the associated installation steps.

« Licenses must be activated each time you upgrade to a new version of Meridium
APM (i.e., a version where one value in the three-digit version number changes). If
you activate licenses in one version of Meridium APM and then upgrade to a later
version, you will need to re-activate your licenses after the upgrade.

Note: Licenses do not require reactivation when you apply a hot fix or service
pack to an existing version.

« If you license a new module or product for your current version of Meridium APM,
you will be provided with an updated license file that you will need to apply to
your system. New modules should be activated before you perform any install-
ation steps associated with that module.

« You can view the current status (active or inactive) via the Meridium APM Con-
figuration Manager and Meridium APM Framework applications.

For production versions of Meridium APM, after you have activated your licenses, you
should be able to continue using the associated modules and products until you
upgrade to a new version of Meridium APM, in which case you must obtain a new
license file and reactivate the licenses. After you upgrade, the licenses will no longer be
valid. Any modules that were previously available will no longer be accessible from the
Go To menu in the Meridium APM Framework application. You will need to obtain a
new license file in order to reactivate the licenses on the new version.

If you have been provided with temporary licenses for demo or trial purposes, your
licenses will expire after a certain period of time, as determined by your trial agreement.

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Overview of the Import/Export Metadata Tool

The Import/Export Metadata tool lets you:

« Export metadata from a Meridium APM data source to a Microsoft Excel or XML
file.

-and-

« Importinto a Meridium APM data source Meridium APM metadata that is stored
in a Microsoft Excel or XML file.

When exporting metadata, you can select all items, some of the items, or, in most
cases, items that have been modified during a specified period of time. When importing
metadata, you can select all or some of the items in the specified spreadsheet.

The Import/Export Metadata tool has many applications but can be especially useful for
manipulating large amounts of metadata. It can also be useful if you need to make
changes to metadata in multiple Meridium APM data sources. The Import/Export
Metadata Tool allows you to export the metadata from one data source, make the neces-
sary changes, and then import the modified metadata into one or more other data
sources.

Note: Importing and exporting metadata between multiple data sources must be
done in multiple Configuration Manager sessions. For example, you would log in to
one data source, export the metadata, log out of the Configuration Manager, then log
in to a different data source, and import the metadata.

Export files can also be useful for providing a "snapshot" of the metadata in your data-
base. For example, to see all the privileges that are configured for a particular Security
User or Security Group, you could simply export their privileges. To see a full list of all
the fields defined for multiple families, you could simply export those families and
fields.

Note: In most cases, throughout the Meridium APM documentation, we do not
provide lists of families, fields, System Codes, and other information that can be
obtained easily by exporting the associated metadata. Keep in mind that you can do
an export anytime you need to see a snapshot of the metadata in your database.
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Data Types Available for Import and Export

Using the Import/Export Metadata tool in the Configuration Manager, you can import
and export metadata for the data types listed in the following table.

« This data type includes all the family and field metadata for the
selected families and any data filters,family reports, and state con-
figurations that exist for those families.

« If you export a family whose State Configuration includes a state to
which a State Configuration Role is assigned, this assignment will
be available in the Roles section of the export file.

« When you import a datasheet that already exists in the target data
source, the existing datasheet will always be automatically over-
written by the new one.

« If you are exporting a custom-layout datasheet, make sure that you
also export the associated system preference.

« Security Groups are exported in alphabetical order. No con-
sideration is given to the hierarchy of the Security Groups during
the export. If you import Security Groups from a file that was cre-
ated by an export, the hierarchy of the imported groups will not
match the hierarchy that existed in the original data source.

« When you export changed Security Groups and Privileges, groups
will be exported only if their group properties or family privileges
have been modified.

The Import/Export Metadata tool is not aware of embedded ref-
erences, such as sub-strategies, existing notifications, or queries that
are used by strategy rules. For example, if a strategy rule references
another strategy, the referenced strategy will not get exported when
you perform an export of the root strategy. The same is true for any
queries or datasets that are used as inputs for the strategies and any
existing notifications that are used as outputs of the strategy.

When importing and exporting strategies, you must select manually to
import or export all supporting objects, queries, datasets, noti-
fications, sub-strategies, and any third party components.

When you export a custom-layout datasheet, you must also export the
associated system preference, whose preference ID appears in the
format [Family ID]-[DatasheetID], where [Family ID] is the ID of the
family for which the custom-layout datasheet is defined and [Data-
sheetlD] is the ID of the custom-layout datasheet.

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Aspects of the Import/Export Metadata Window

The Import/Export Metadata window is divided into three main, unlabeled areas.

Area one

...displays options that let you choose whether you want to import or export metadata
and select a file. Throughout the documentation we refer to this section as the file selec-
tion area. The following image shows what the file selection area looks like on the
Import/Export Metadata window.

The other areas on the Import/Export Metadata window are disabled until you complete
the following steps within the file selection area:

1. Select either the Import or Export option. The Import option is selected by default.

2. Specify the file to which you want to export metadata or the file containing the
metadata that you want to import, respectively.

...contains fields that let you choose what you want to import or export. Throughout this
documentation, we refer to this area as the metadata selection area. The following
image shows what the metadata selection area looks like on the Import/Export
Metadata window.

For each data type that is supported by the Import/Export Metadata Tool, the metadata
selection area contains a check box and a drop-down list. The check is always read-only.
Your selection in the list determines whether or not the check box is selected. When you
choose at least some items of a given type to import or export, the check box becomes
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selected automatically. You can clear the check box by selecting the None option for a
given data type.

The following list contains an explanation of the options that appear above the
metadata type options in the metadata selection area:

« Select All: When you select this option, the Meridium APM system selects the All
option for all the metadata types automatically.

« Selection: This option is selected automatically after you select at least one
metadata type to import or export.

« Include underlying Query/Dataset for Reports and Graphs: Indicates whether or
not you also want to export the underlying queries or datasets when you export
reports or graphs. This check box appears only if the Export option is selected in
the first area on the Import/Export Metadata window, and it is selected auto-
matically. You can clear this check box to indicate that you do not want to export
the underlying queries or datasets when you export reports or graphs.

Area three

...appears at the bottom of the window and contains buttons that let you perform
actions based on your selections in areas two and one. Throughout the documentation,
we refer to this area as the options area. The following image shows what the options
area looks like on the Import/Export Metadata window.

Note: The preceding image shows the Export button. If you select the Import option
in area one, however, the Export button in area three will be replaced by the Import
button.

The following list contains an explanation of each button that appears in the options
area:

« Reset Selections: Clears any metadata selections that are currently specified in the
metadata selection area. This button is always enabled.

. Save Selections: Displays the Save As window, where you can specify a file and loc-
ation to which you want to save your metadata import or export selections. You
can use this file to load these selections again, so that you do not have to manu-
ally select your settings the next time you want to perform the same operation.

« Load Selections: Displays the Open window, from which you can select a file to
which you saved previous selections, and then load those selections on the
Import/Export Metadata window automatically.

« Export: Exports the selected metadata from the Meridium APM database to the
file specified in the file selection area. This button appears only if the Export
option is selected in the first area.

« Import: Imports into the Meridium APM database the contents of the file specified
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in the file selection area. This button appears only if the Import option is selected
in the file selection area.

« View Log: Displays the Import/Export Results Log dialog box, which contains the
log for the Import/Export Metadata tool. This button is always enabled.

« Close: Closes the Import/Export Metadata window. This button is always enabled.

Exporting Metadata

Exporting Metadata

Exporting metadata is a process where information is extracted from the current
Meridium APM data source and saved to an XML or Microsoft Excel file. Exporting
metadata does not change the database in any way. It simply provides you with a snap-
shot of the selected metadata as it exists at the time of the export.

To export data from the Meridium APM database to a Microsoft Excel or XML file:

1.

In the Configuration Manager, on the Import/Export Metadata window, click the
Export option at the top of the window.

Click the Select File link.

The Save As dialog box appears.
Navigate to the folder where you want to save the export file.

In the File name text box, type a name for the file.

Note: The file name must be unique within the selected folder. If you specify a
file name that already exists, you will not be given the option to overwrite it.
Instead, you will be instructed to choose a unique file name.

In the Save as type list, choose the type of file you want to create. You can select:

Microsoft Excel (*.xIs)
Microsoft Excel 5.0 (*.xIs)
XML (*.xml)

Click the Save button.

The Save As dialog box closes, and the path and file name that you specified
appear on the Import/Export Metadata window in the text box to the right of the
Select File link.

Choose what you want to export.

« If you want to export all the metadata in the database, click the Select All
option.

_Or-

If you want to export only some information in the database, click the Selection
option, and then make the desired selections.

If you want to load selections that you saved from a previous export, click the
Load Selections button, and load the desired selections.

Note: The more metadata you select to export in a single operation, the longer
the export will take. We recommend that you not use the Select All option, par-
ticularly if your database is large and contains a lot of data. If you need to export
your entire database, you should perform multiple exports, selecting a portion
of the metadata each time.

If you chose to export reports or graphs and you want to export the underlying
queries and datasets, select the Include underlying Query/Dataset for Reports
and Graphs check box.

If you want to save your selections, click the Save Selections button, and complete
the steps necessary to save your selections.

Click the Export button.
A dialog box appears, indicating the status of the export.

When you begin the export, your pointer will become an hourglass icon to indic-
ate that the system is working. As long as the hourglass appears, the export is pro-
cessing. The export may take a while, particularly if you are exporting a large
amount of metadata. In addition, some items, such as System Preferences and Sys-
tem Codes and References can take longer to export than others. You will know
that the export is complete when the hourglass disappears, the blue status indic-
ator reaches the end of the status bar, and the Close button becomes enabled.

When the export is complete, a dialog box appears, asking if you want to save a
log of the export results to an external file.

If you do not want to save the log, click the Close button.
_or_

If you want to save the log, click the Save Log button. The remaining instructions
assume that you have clicked the Save Log button.

The Save As dialog box appears.

Navigate to the location where you want to save the file, type a name for the file,
and click the Save button.

The file is saved.

At this point, the export file that you specified has been created in the location that you
selected. The Import/Export Metadata window remains open so that you can:

« View a log of the export by clicking the View Log button. This will show the suc-

cessful and unsuccessful results of the export.

o Perform an import or perform another export.
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About Importing Metadata

Meridium APM metadata can be imported into any Meridium APM data source, either
the one from which it was exported or a different one.

« If you import the metadata into a data source where that same metadata already
exists, the action indicators in the import file will tell the Meridium APM system
what to do with the metadata.

« If you import metadata into a data source in which that metadata does not already
exist, you will need to consider any dependencies for the metadata you are import-
ing. For example, you cannot import permissions for a Security User until that
Security User exists in the target database. If you attempt to import metadata
without the necessary prerequisites, the import operation will fail and error mes-
sages will be written to the import log to explain the reason for the failure.
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Performing the Import Procedure

To import metadata into a Meridium APM data source:

1.

In the Configuration Manager, on the Import/Export Metadata window, in the file
selection area, click the Import option.

Click the Select File link.

The Open dialog box appears.

Navigate to the folder that contains the .XLS or XML file from which you want to
import data and select the file.

Note: When you export Meridium APM metadata, the Meridium APM system
may create files in addition to the main metadata file and store them in a sep-
arate subfolder. When you import the metadata back into Meridium APM, these
files must be available. Make sure that the subfolder created by the export and
its contents are in the same folder as the file you select for the import.

Click the Open button.

The Open dialog box closes, and the path and file name that you selected appear
on the Import/Export Metadata window in the text box to the right of the Select
File link. Additionally, all of the metadata drop-down lists become enabled.

In the list to the right of the metadata type that you want to import, select the
option that corresponds to what you want to import:

« If you want to import all the metadata in the file, select the Select All option.

« If you want to import only some of the metadata in the file, select the Selec-
tion option, and then make the desired selections

CEHint: If you want to load selections that you saved from a previous import,
click the Load Selections button in the options area, and load the desired selec-
tions. In addition, if you want to save your selections, click the Save Selections
button in the options area, and complete the steps necessary to save your selec-
tions.

Click the Import button to import the selected data.

A dialog box appears to indicate the status of the import. When the import pro-
cess is complete, a dialog box appears, asking if you want to save a log of the
import results to an external file.

If you do not want to save the log, click the Close button.
_Or_

If you want to save the log, click the Save Log button. The remaining instructions
assume that you have clicked the Save Log button.
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The Save As dialog box appears.

8. Navigate to the location where you want to save the file, type a name for the file,
and click the Save button.

The file is saved.

At this point, the import is complete, and all the information that you selected
from the source file now exists in the Meridium APM database. The Import/Export
Metadata window remains open so that you can:

« View a log of the import by clicking the View Log button.
« Perform another import or do an export.

Note: If you import metadata from an .XLS file and then try to open the spread-
sheet in Microsoft Excel after the import is complete, an error may be displayed
and the spreadsheet may not open. If this occurs, simply close the Configuration
Manager application and check to make sure that the Excel.exe process is no
longer running. You should then be able to open the file in Microsoft Excel.
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Making Selections for an Export

When you export Meridium APM metadata, you can choose which items of each sup-
ported data type to export. You can choose any combination of any data types you wish.
Keep in mind, however, that the more data you choose to export in a single operation,
the longer the export will take. Large exports can take a considerable amount of time.

Note also that if you are exporting data to a Microsoft Excel file, there is a limit to the
number of rows allowed by Microsoft Excel. If your export will result in more than about
67,000 rows of data, you should perform more than one export operation and use your
export selections to export the data in parts.

For each data type, you can select one of the following options from the associated list
box:

« None: Specifies that none of the information in the category will be exported. This
is the default selection for each data type. If you do not want to export any items
of a given data type, simply accept the default selection, None.

« All: Specifies that all the items of that data type will be exported. For example, if
you choose All for Families, Filters, and Fields, ALL families, filters, associated
reports, and fields in the database will be exported.

« Some: Lets you specify that only some of the items of a given data type exported.
When you select this option, a selection dialog box appears, where you can
choose which specific items to import or export. An alternate selection tool
appears when you choose to export some Records and Links.

« Changed: Specifies that items that have been modified within a certain date range
will be exported. When you select this option, the Select the Date Range dialog
box appears, where you can select a date range for the export. Note that:

m Exporting Changed Security Users or Groups does not export the users or
groups whose privileges have been changed. The Changed option selects
only the users and groups that were added new or whose properties (e.g.,
description or caption) have been modified. Similarly, if the group assign-
ments of Security Users have changed, they are not exported when the
Changed option is selected. The same is true for all categories where mul-
tiple objects are available.

m When you choose to export datasheets that have been modified, the
Meridium APM system will export only the datasheets in which the data-
sheet ID, Default Caption, Description, Default designation, or Custom Form
setting has changed within the selected period of time. The Import/Export
Metadata tool does not recognize changes to the sections within datasheets
(e.g., adding fields, deleting fields, reorganizing fields, adding sections, delet-
ing sections, or modifying captions). (cqWT00026274)
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Making Selections for an Import

When you import Meridium APM metadata from a file, you can choose which items of
each supported data type within the file to import. You can choose to import all or only
some of the data in the file, and you can choose any combination of any data types you
wish. For each data type, you can select one of the following options from the asso-

ciated list box:

« None: Specifies that none of the metadata of that type will be imported. This is the
default selection for each item.

« All: Specifies that all the metadata in the file for that data type will be imported.
For example, if you select All in the Families, Filters, and Fields list, ALL families,
filters, and fields in the file will be imported.

« Some: Specifies that only some of the metadata in the file for a given data type
will be imported. When you select this option, a selection dialog box appears,
where you can choose exactly what to import.

Note: When you choose to import a report or graph, you will also need to select the
associated query or dataset. It will not be selected automatically.
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Selecting Changed Items

When you export Meridium APM metadata, you can choose to export items that were
modified within a specified date range. This option is available for the following data

types:
« Families, Filters, and Fields
« Datasheets
« Family Rule Projects
« Rule Library Projects
« Relationship Definitions
« Security Groups and Privileges
« Users, Privileges, and Assignments
« Strategies, Rules, and Schedules
« System Preferences
« Metric Views

« Folders

« Graphs
« Reports
« Searches
« Configured explorers
« Dashboards

The following instructions provide an example of how to export changed Families, Fil-
ters, and Fields. You can use these instructions to export metadata for any data type
where the Changed option is available.

To select changed Families, Filters, and Fields to export:

1. In the Configuration Manager, on the Import/Export Metadata window, in the list
to the right of the Families, Filters, and Fields data type, select Changed.

In the From Date text box, modify the default date and time (the current date and
time) to specify the start date and time of the desired period.

In the To Date text box, modify the default date and time (the current date and
time) to specify the end date and time of the desired period.

The date and time range is saved and will be applied when you perform the

export.
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Selecting Some Items to Import or Export

When you export Meridium APM metadata, you can choose to export all the metadata
of a given data type or only some of that metadata. Similarly, when you import
Meridium APM metadata, you can choose to import all the metadata in the file that is
associated with a given data type or only some of that data. In either case, you can
choose exactly what to export or import using the fields in the selection area of the
Import/Export Metadata window.

The following instructions provide an example for importing or exporting only some of
the items associated with a given data type using exporting Families, Filters, and Fields.
You can use these instructions to make selections for any data type except for importing
or exporting Records and Links, which requires you to follow different procedures.

To select Some items to import or export:

1. Access the Import/Export Metadata window.

2. Select either the Import or Export option, depending upon the operation that you
want to perform, and then specify the corresponding file (via the Select File link).

The path to the specified file appears in the text box to the right of the Select File
link.

3. In the metdata selection area, on the menu to the right of the metadata type that
you want to import or export, select Some.

The Select <Data Type> to <Import/Export> window appears, where <Data Type>
is the metadata type that you selected, and <Import/Export> is either Import or
Export, depending upon which operation you are performing. For example, the fol-
lowing image shows what this window looks like when you select to import some
records and links.

The Available Items list on the left displays a list of all the items for a given data
type that are available for selection. In this example, the list displays all the
records in the current data source. When you perform an import, the list contains
all the items associated with the selected data type in the specified file. If there are
no items of a given data type in the current data source (for an export) or in the
file (for an import), the list on the left will be empty. The specific content of the list
should be self-explanatory based on the data type and whether you are per-
forming an import or an export.

4. In the list on the left, for each item that you want to select, highlight the row con-
taining that item, and then click the | | button.

5. After the Selected Items list contains all the items that you want to import or
export, click OK.

The selection dialog box closes, and your selections are saved.

6. Click the Import or Export button, according to the operation that you want to per-
form.

The specified content is processed accordingly.
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Exporting Records and Links

When you export records, only existing links to successor records are also exported
with the records. If a relationship family includes fields, any links between records that
use that relationship family will not be exported. When the records and links are expor-
ted, one file will be created for each family for which you exported records.

To export Records and Links:

1. Access the Import/Export Metadata window.

2. Select the Export option, and specify the file to which you want to export the
records and links (via the Select File link).

The path to the selected file appears in the text box to the right of the Select File
link.

Note: All the records returned by your search will be exported by default. You
can limit which records will be exported by using the Advanced Search and spe-
cifying criteria that return a smaller, more specific set of search results. If you
are trying to export more than 1,000 records (i.e., the default number of records
returned), you should change the page size to include the additional records in
the export operation.

5. Click OK.
The Select Records to export window closes, and your selections are saved.
6. Click the Export button.

The specified records are exported. At this point, you can view the export log and
view the export spreadsheet (if you exported to a Microsoft Excel file).
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Saving Your Import or Export Selections

When you perform an import or an export, you can save your selections so that they
can later be loaded and reused.

To save your import or export selections for reuse:

1. In the Configuration Manager, after making selections for an import or an export,
at the bottom of the Import/Export Metadata window, click the Save Selections
button.

The Save As dialog box appears.
2. Navigate to the folder where you want to save the selections file.

3. In the File name text box, type a name for the file that you want to create. The
only available file type is XML.

4. Click the Save button.

An XML file containing the import or export selections is created and saved to the
specified location.
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Loading Saved Import or Export Selections

If you have saved import or export selections from a previous import or export, you can
load those saved selections and use them to perform a new import or export.

To load saved selections for performing an import or export:

1. In the Configuration Manager, on the Import/Export Metadata window, after
choosing the desired Import option or Export option and specifying the import or
export file, click the Load Selections button.

The Open dialog box appears.

2. Navigate to the file containing the selections that were saved from a previous
import or export.

3. Select the file, and click the Open button.

The selections are loaded from the file, and the selections area of the Import/Ex-
port Metadata window is populated accordingly.
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About the Excel File

When you export Meridium APM metadata, you have the option of exporting it to a
Microsoft Excel or XML file. When you choose to export data to a Microsoft Excel file,
the Meridium APM system creates a Microsoft® Excel spreadsheet file (.XLS) containing
the metadata that you chose to export.

Note: Microsoft Excel does not need to be installed on the workstation where the
export is performed. Microsoft Excel is needed, however, if you want to modify the file

in any way.

The specific content of the spreadsheet will depend upon what you chose to export.
Every spreadsheet will contain an Information worksheet, which contains general inform-
ation about the export operation, including:

« MERIDIUM_VERSION: The Meridium APM version used to perform the export.
« EXPORT_CREATION_DATE: The date and time that the export operation was per-

formed.

« USER_ID: The user ID of the user who performed the export.

« USER_NAME: The name of the user who performed the export.

« MERIDIUM_DATASOURCE: The name of the Meridium APM data source on which
the export was performed.

In addition to the Information worksheet, one or more worksheets will appear for every
data type that you chose to export. For example, the following figure shows a spread-
sheet created from the export of Datasheets and Queries.

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Note: Some data type selections will result in the creation of more than one work-

sheet. For example, when you export Families, Filters, and Fields, four worksheets will
be created: Families, FamilyDataFilters, FamilyReports, and Fields.

The content of each tab will be specific to that data type. Each column in the spread-
sheet will contain a header with a name that indicates what type of data the column con-
tains. The column header names should be self-explanatory for each data type,

provided that you are familiar with that data type.
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About the XML File

As an alternative to exporting metadata to a Microsoft Excel file, you can export it to an
XML file. The XML file format is provided because it offers more flexibility with respect
to data manipulation. The Microsoft Excel format provides a more user-friendly facility
for viewing and modifying metadata. Depending upon what you need to do with the
export file, XML may be the preferred option.

The XML file contains the same information that is included in the Microsoft Excel file
but in a different format. Instead of being formatted into columns and rows, the
metadata is formatted with XML tags. To interpret the file, you must be familiar with
XML. As with the Microsoft Excel format, to interpret the XML export file, you will need
to be familiar with the data type that was exported. Additionally, being familiar with the
Microsoft Excel file for a particular data type should help you interpret the XML file for
the same data type.

If you are familiar with exported Microsoft Excel files and you have a basic under-
standing of XML, you should be able to interpret the exported XML file.
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About Action Indicators

Depending upon which type of data you export, the export file may contain one or more
action indicators. In a Microsoft Excel file, the action indicators appear in the ACTION_
INDICATORS column. In an XML file, action indicators appear within the <ACTION_
INDICATORS> tag.

Action indicators tell the Meridium APM system what action to take when metadata is
imported. When you export metadata, any item that requires an action indicator for an
import will be assigned a default value. The value will used only when the metadata is
imported back into Meridium APM. If you want to change the default action, you can
modify the value in the export file before importing the data into Meridium APM.

If the ACTION_INDICATOR tag or column contains only one value, that value applies to
the entire item. If the ACTION_INDICATOR contains more than one value, then each
value corresponds to each property (column or tag) associated with that item. For
example, the following figure shows a portion of an export spreadsheet created from
exporting datasets.

The ACTION_INDICATORS column contains five values. The first value specifies the
action to take on the property in the first column. The second value specifies the action
to take on the property in the second column, and so on. Similarly, in the XML file, the
<ACTION_INDICATORS> tag would also contain five values, each of which would cor-
respond to a specific item property.
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Possible Values for Action Indicators

The value of an action indicator tells the Meridium APM system what to do with a given
item or item property when metadata is imported into Meridium APM. The values of the
action indicators are specific to the data type. The following lists contain the valid values
for action indicators and descriptions of how the values are interpreted during an
import.

Values used by most data types:

« IU (Insert or Update): Insert the item if does not exist or update it if it does already
exist.

« 1O (Insert Only): Insert the item if it does not exist. If the item already exists, do not
update it.

« UO (Update Only): Update the item if it already exists. If the item does not exist,
do not insert it.

Values used for rule projects and code items:

« MERGE: Merge the item with the existing project.

Note: MERGE is a valid action for rule projects only. It is not valid for code
items.

« IGNORE: Ignore the project when doing an import. In other words, make NO
change to the data source.

« INSERTONLY: Insert the item if it does not exist. If the item already exists, do not
update it.

« DELETE: Delete any existing item.
« REPLACE: Replace any existing item with the incoming item.

Note: Exported family rule projects contain the RULE_PROJ_GENERATE_CODE
column, the value of which determines whether the rule code is generated auto-
matically when you import the project into Meridium APM. By default, this
column is set to False for exported family rule projects. You can set the column
to True if you want the rule code to be generated automatically during the
import process. Note that this column in the Microsoft Excel spreadsheet must
be formatted as Text and is case sensitive (i.e., False or True, not FALSE or
TRUE). Note, however, that by regenerating the code, you will overwrite any exist-
ing code for the family. Regenerating rules for system (Ml) families could change
rule code and impact the functionality of the application. We strongly recom-
mend that you not regenerate rules for these families.
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About the Files Folder

When you export Meridium APM metadata, the Meridium APM system creates two
items:

« The export file (either a Microsoft Excel or XML file).
« Asubfolder for storing files associated with the export.

The subfolder is named [File Name] Files, where [File Name] is the name that you spe-
cify for the export file. For example, if you name the export file Dataset Export, the sub-
folder will be called Dataset Export Files.

This folder is created for every export but will not always contain files. Files are saved to
this folder only when they are needed to support the export. Support files will be expor-
ted along with the selected metadata for the following data types:

« Family Rule Projects
« Rule Library Projects
« Strategies, Rules, and Schedules
« System Preferences
« Metric Views

» Queries

» Datasets

« Graphs

» Reports

« Searches

« Configured explorers

The specific content of the subfolder will depend upon what is exported. Whenever a
file is exported to support the export of metadata, the file name will appear in the
export file as a property for that item. For example, in the following figure, the high-
lighted cell shows the name of the file that was saved to the Files folder to support the
export of the dataset in that row.

Whenever a file is exported along with the selected metadata, you should not modify
the file, delete the file, or edit the file name that appears in the export file. When you
import metadata using an XML or Microsoft Excel file that references support files,
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those files will need to be available for the import. The Meridium APM system will
expect the referenced files to be in the [File Name] Files folder in the same folder as the
file you are importing, where [File Name] is the name of the XML or Microsoft Excel file.
Moving the files to a different location or renaming the folder will cause the import to
fail or to produce unexpected results.
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Resetting Selections on the Import/Export
Metadata Window

The following instructions explain how to reset your selections on the Import/Export
Metadata window. You can use these instructions in either of the following scenarios:

« Scenario A: You have just performed an import or export operation, the
Import/Export Metadata window is still open, and you want to perform another
import or export. You want to reset your selections without changing them all
manually or closing the Import/Export Metadata window and reopening it.

« Scenario B: You have started making selections for an import or export operation,
but you have changed your mind and want to start over with the default settings.
To reset all the selections on the Import/Export Metadata window:

« In the Configuration Manager, on the Import/Export Metadata window, click the
Reset Selections button.

The values in the selections area are reset to their default state. Note that the
Reset Selections button resets only the settings in the data type selection area. It
does not reset your Import/Export selection or clear the path and file name of the
import/export file if you have already specified one.
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Viewing the Import/Export Log

After you perform an import or an export, you can view the log to see details about the
items that were imported or exported.

To view the log:

In the Configuration Manager, after performing an import or an export, on the
Import/Export Metadata window, click the View Log hyperlink.

Group the entries by any column by dragging the column heading to the portion
of the screen that reads Drag a column header here to group by that column.

Save the log to a file by clicking the Save Log button. Note that unless you save the
log to a file, it is preserved for a given import or export only as long as the
Import/Export Metadata window remains open or until you perform another
import or export.

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About Configuration Files and Server Upgrades

In addition to product code, the Meridium APM system uses settings in the con-
figuration files stored in the folder <root drive>:\Program Files\Meridium and its sub-
folders to function properly. Meridium, Inc. may make changes to these files for a given
release to support product changes. Because your system must contain the most cur-
rent settings to function properly, the updated baseline configuration files will always be
provided when you upgrade a Meridium APM Server machine. In some cases, the
Meridium APM documentation may instruct you to modify settings in a baseline con-
figuration file so that the system will function properly. This means that, after you
upgrade, you will need to reconcile the differences between the baseline configuration
files provided when you upgrade and your customized pre-upgrade configuration files.

During the upgrade process, the extension .merbak will appended to the file name of
either the new baseline configuration files or your customized pre-upgrade files. Which
of these files has this extension depends on whether you are applying a maintenance
release or if you are upgrading across main versions.

Applying an Update Release

When you apply an update release of the same main version to a given Meridium APM
Server (i.e., apply V3.6.0.x.x to V3.6.0.x.x), your customized pre-upgrade configuration
files will be unchanged. During the update process, the Meridium APM Server and Add-
ons installer adds all new baseline configuration files with the extension .merbak appen-
ded to file name. The pre-update configuration file and the updated baseline con-
figuration file are stored within the same original folder.

For example, assume the configuration file Web.config exists in the folder C:\Program
Files\Meridium\Application Server and contains custom configuration settings. If you
update the Meridium APM Application, the \\Application Server folder would contain
the files shown in the following image.

...where Web.config contains your custom settings and Web.config.merbak is the new
baseline configuration file.

The Meridium APM system will use only the settings stored in files with the .config file
extension. Therefore, if Meridium, Inc. has made changes to baseline files (i.e., the files
with the .config.merbak extension) between your current version and the release that
you are applying, you must reconcile the differences in these files. To do so, you would
open both files and apply the settings in the .config.merbak file to the .config file.

CEHint: You can use WinMerge, which is installed automatically on the Meridium APM
Application Server, to facilitate this process.

Upgrading Across Main Versions
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When you upgrade a given Meridium APM Server from a main version to another main
version (i.e., from V3.5.1.x.x or earlier to V3.6.0.x.x), before deploying the updated
baseline configuration files, the Meridium APM Server and Add-ons installer auto-
matically creates a backup of your pre-upgrade configuration files with the extension
.merbak appended to file name. The pre-upgrade configuration file and the updated
baseline configuration file are stored within the same original folder.

For example, assume the configuration file Web.config exists in the folder C:\Program
Files\Meridium\Application Server and contains custom configuration settings. If you
upgrade the Meridium APM Application, the \\Application Server folder would contain
the files shown in the following image.

...where Web.config.merbak contains your custom settings and Web.config is the new
baseline configuration file.

The Meridium APM system will use only the settings stored in files with the .config file
extension. Therefore, if files with the .config.merbak extension contain custom settings,
you must reconcile the differences in these files. To do so, you would open both files
and apply the settings in the .config.merbak file to the .config file.

CEHint: You can use WinMerge, which is installed automatically on the Meridium APM
Application Server, to facilitate this process.

When features require you to specify settings in a configuration file, the corresponding
module upgrade workflows will instruct you to reapply these settings.

After you have applied your configuration settings to the baseline file or if a given pre-
upgrade configuration file does not contain any custom changes that you need to apply
to the baseline configuration file, you can delete the pre-upgrade configuration file. The
pre-upgrade configuration files will not be deleted by the Meridium APM Server and
Add-ons installer.
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How Do Application Updates Work?

The APM Framework applications use a configuration file when they are launched,
MeridiumStart.config, which contains the tag AppFolderName, where the number rep-
resenting the Meridium APM version is specified. For example, for V3.4.5, the AppFolder-
Name tags would look like this:

<AppFolderName>3.4.5.701.0</AppFolderName>

Likewise, the Application Server and Add-ons software using a configuration file,
UpdateVersion.xml, which contains the AvailableVersion tag, where the number rep-
resenting the Meridium APM version is specified. For example, for V3.5.0, the Avail-
ableVersion tags would look like this:

<AvailableVersion>100.0.0.0</AvailableVersion>

When you launch an APM Framework application on the APM Framework machine, the
system compares the AppFolderName value in the MeridiumStart.config file with the
AvailabeVersion value in the UpdateVersion.xml file on the Application Server. If these
values are different (as in the preceding example), the application update process will
run. After the application update is complete, the value within the AppFolderName tags
in the MeridiumStart.config file on the APM Framework machine will match the value
within the AvailableVersion tags in the UpdateVersion.xml file on the Application Server
(e.g., <AppFolderName>3.5.0.160.0</AppFolderName>).

When you upgrade to V3.5.0 or later, the MeridiumStart.config file will be updated with
the tag Versionindicator. This tag also exists in the UpdateVersion.xml file on the Applic-
ation Server. At any point, if the value within the Versionindicator tags in the Mer-
diumStart.config file is different from the value within the Versionindicator tags in the
UpdateVersion.xml file, an application update will occur.

Note: By default, automatic application updates are disabled for the APM Framework

applications that are installed with the Meridium APM Application Server software on
the Application Server machine.
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About Uninstalling and Repairing Meridium APM
Installations

If you want to uninstall or repair Meridium APM components, you can do so using the
methods outlined in this section of the documentation. You can use the hyperlinked
options to access instructions for performing the corresponding task.

On the Application Server machine

o Completely uninstall all Meridium APM components on the Application Server
machine.

« Uninstall specific features on a machine using the Meridium APM Application
Server and Add-ons installer.

« Repair the Application Server and Add-ons installation.

If you are upgrading to the latest version of Meridium APM, you do not need to manu-
ally uninstall the previous version before you install the new version.

On the Meridium APM Framework machine

o Completely uninstall the Meridium APM applications on the APM Framework
machine.

« Uninstall specific Meridium APM applications on the APM Framework machine.

o Repair a Meridium APM Framework installation.

If you upgrading to the latest version of Meridium APM, you do not need to manually
uninstall the previous version before you install the new version.
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Uninstalling All Meridium APM Components on an
Application Server Machine

If a machine will no longer serve as the Meridium APM Application Server machine, you
can uninstall all the Meridium APM components using the Meridium APM Application
Server and Add-ons installer. The following instructions provide details on doing so.

To uninstall all Meridium APM components on an Application Server machine:

1. On the APM Framework machine from which you want to uninstall all Meridium
APM applications, access the Programs and Features window from the Control
Panel, select the Meridium APM Server and Add-ons item in the grid, and click
the Uninstall button.
