To access the mobileAPM application, you
must use a supported mobile device, such as an Apple iPad, that contains the
mobileAPM App.

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System Requirements

System Requirements

The mobileAPM feature lets you perform inspections and access equipment and loc-
ation information using a mobile device or desktop computer. It consists of the fol-
lowing components:

« The mobileAPM server components
« The mobileAPM application

The mobileAPM server components are installed automatically when you install the
Meridium APM Application Server. In addition to the Application Server, your system
must contain the other basic Meridium APM architecture components.

To access the mobileAPM application, you must use one of the following types of sup-
ported devices:

« Mobile devices, such as Apple iPads, that contain the mobileAPM App.
« Desktop computers that use a Web browser.
In addition, the following devices are supported by mobileAPM:

o TSL 1153 Bluetooth Wearable UHF RFID Reader: This device provides a barcode
scanner and an RFID reader.

« Socket CHS 8Ci mobile Bluetooth cordless barcode Scanner: Provides barcode
scanning capability.

Note: Throughout the documentation, we refer to devices (mobile and desktop) that
access the mobileAPM application as mobileAPM workstations.

The Operator Rounds license is also required to take advantage of mobileAPM func-
tionality.

Deploying and configuring mobileAPM for the first time includes completing multiple
steps, which are outlined in the table in this topic. The steps in this section of the doc-
umentation provide all the information that you need to deploy mobileAPM on top of
the basic Meridium APM architecture.

To confirm or set the Culture property of an existing Security User:

1. In the Configuration Manager, on the Application Users window, click the hyper-
linked User ID of the Security User that you want to modify.

The Application User dialog box appears, displaying the information that is cur-
rently associated with the selected Security User.

2. In the Culture list box, ensure the appropriate setting corresponding to the loc-
alization you want to display is selected.

Note: If a user does not have a Culture setting specified, the mobileAPM App will
appear in English by default.

3. Click the Save button.

Your changes are saved to the database. After upgrading the mobileAPM App and
logging in, the user will see the language based on the setting that you selected in
step 2.

You must complete the following steps to install mobileAPM for V3.6.0.12.0 on the
Panasonic ToughPad FZ-M1 or any device with Windows 8.1, and to integrate UHF RFID
scanning with mobileAPM on the Panasonic ToughPad FZ-M1. If you are installing
mobileAPM on any other supported device or platform, you should view the mobileAPM
help topic "About Installing the mobileAPM App on Mobile Devices."

Shut down and restart the device.

Uninstall mobileAPM (if previously installed) across all the users on the device
before installing.

Download mobileAPM.zip from your distribution site to the device.
Unzip and extract mobileAPM.zip to a local folder on the device.
Right-click on RunOnce.bat and select Run as administrator.

The User Account Control prompt will be displayed. Select Yes.

The mobileAPM installation will begin. MobileAPM will be visible in the Installed
Apps directory when complete.

After entering the information in step 6, click Ok. The command prompt window
will close.

You should verify the installation using the following steps.

Open the Run window and type services.msc.

Click on Ok.

The Services window will open.

Look for the service named Meridium RFID Scan Service.

If the status is Running, installation was successful.
After installing the above application, open the Panasonic Dashboard.
Under the System tab, in the Tablet buttons options, select Change Settings.
The Tablet PC Settings window will open.

Under the Buttons tab, in the Button settings for: dropdown, select All ori-
entations.

In the grid below the same window, select Tablet button with A and click Change
Button.

The Tablet Button Actions window will open.
In the Press dropdown, select Start a program.
In the Press and hold dropdown, select None.
In the Program location box, click Browse.
The Browse for program window will open.

Open the folder C:\Meridium\Panasonic\RFIDService\ and change the Files of
type dropdown to Batch Files.

Select trigger-MeridiumRFIDscanService.bat and click OK to closes the window.
In the Press and hold dropdown, select None.

In the Tablet Button Actions window, click OK to save your changes.

In the Tablet PC Settings window, click Apply and then OK to save your changes.
Close the Dashboard for Panasonic PC application.

Integration is complete. You can now use the A button located on the top right of
your device to scan UHF RFID tags.

Note: User cannot scan RFID values into Notepad using the A button.

mobileAPM Configuration Options

Using the Asset Hierarchy Tool, you can configure the following items for your
mobileAPM application users:

The labels that appear on the navigation bar and the items that those labels rep-
resent (e.g., areas, units, equipment, and so on). This configuration component is
required. If it is not completed, users will not be able to use the mobileAPM applic-
ation.

The criticality levels that they can use to sort data. This configuration component
is required. If it is not completed, users will not be able to use the mobileAPM
application.

The taxonomy levels that they can use to filter data. This configuration component
is optional. If it not completed, users will not be able to filter data based on tax-
onomy levels, but they will be able to use the rest of the application successfully.

The recommendation priority settings that they can use to filter data. This con-
figuration component is optional. If not completed, users will not be able to filter
data based on recommendations based on the mapped recommendation priority,
but they will be able to use the rest of the application successfully.

In
the documentation, the overall workflow is broken down into smaller steps to help you
understand the process more easily. In a realistic scenario, you will complete them all
during the same session instead of logging out and back in to the Asset Hierarchy Tool
in between steps.

The first step in configuring the mobileAPM navigation bar is to select the primary fam-
ily. The primary family is the family containing a field whose value identifies the levels
that you want to see on the navigation bar. After you select a primary family, wherever
you can select a field from a family in the Asset Hierarchy Tool, the list of available fields
will come from the primary family.

To select the primary family:

1. Access the Asset Hierarchy Tool.

2. In the Select Family Type list, select Primary Family.

3. In the Select Family list, select the family that you want to use as the primary fam-
ily.
4. Click the Save button.

Note: Even if your location hierarchy contains more than five levels, you can map only
five levels to the mobileAPM navigation bar. This means that you will need to determ-
ine which five levels of your hierarchy are most significant and should be represented
on the navigation bar.

To define the names of the levels that appear on the navigation bar:

1. In the text box containing the text Level O, type the name that you want to appear
on the far left level of the navigation bar.

For each mobileAPM user, you can restrict access to information based upon the loc-
ations with which the user is associated.

« Navigation security: Determines the items that appear when users select the first
level (i.e., the left-most level) of the navigation bar. For example, if the first level of
your navigation bar lists all sites within the company, security determines which
sites appear when users select the Company level. Because the navigation bar
allows you to drill down to lower-level locations, security automatically restricts
information about all lower-level locations. For example, in the following image, if
a user does not have access to site ROA, he also won't have access to information
about all areas, units, and equipment that belong to ROA.
